Saint Katharine Drexel

he daughter of a wealthy Philadelphia banker,
T Katharine received marriage proposals but want-

ed to become a contemplative nun. After inherit-
ing a fortune, she visited the Dakotas and witnessed
American Indians’ poverty, subsequently pleading with
Pope Leo XIII to send them more missionaries. But he
and others encouraged her to found a congregation to
work among people of color. In 1891, she and thirteen
companions became the first Sisters of the Blessed Sac
rament. For more than forty years, she led the order, us-
ing her fortune to establish numerous missions and
schools for Native Americans and African Americans.
Following a heart attack in 1935, which limited her
missionary travel, she retired to a life of prayer. Canon-
ized in 2000, she is the patron of home missions.

“Katharine Drexel is an excellent example of that prac-
tical charity and generous solidarity with the less fortu-
nate which has long been the distinguishing mark of American Catholics. May her example help
young people in particular to appreciate that no greater treasure can be found in this world than
in following Christ with an undivided heart and in using generously the gifts we have received.”

ne of the proofs of a really close friendship is when you can’t say one
person’s name without thinking of the other. This shows up in history,
with names like Lewis and Clark. It's in story books, with names like
Hansel and Gretel, or Jack and Jill. When it comes to saints, there are
many examples, but one of the most prominent duos is Perpetua and Felicity.

Perpetua was a young Chris-tian noblewoman and Felicity was a young
Christian slave. The two were arrested for their belief in Christ, during the
persecution of Emperor Septimius Severus: at this time, Perpetua was a new
mother, and Felicity was eight months pregnant. Together, the two women 4
helped each other lhmugh the heat, darkness, and brutality of the guards in the
prison. Two days before their scheduled death, Felicity gave birth to her
daughter in the prison, and the child was adopted by a Christian woman,
Perpetua and Felicity were sent out to face the arena together, and afier being
exposed to the beasts, were killed by having their throats cut. These last days of
the women were recorded by Perpetua, whose diary became one of the most
famous accounts in the carly Church of the suffering of the martyrs.

Year A
First Reading — Genesis 12:1-4a: The LORD commands
Abram to leave his homeland and go to a new land that God
=8 will show him. God promises to bless Abram and make him
the father of a great nation, and Abram obeys, leaving his
home as directed.

b Responsorial Psalm — Psalm 33: A prayer of trust in
God's mercy and justice. The psalmist praises God's works
and faithfulness, and acknowledges that God protects and
delivers those who fear and hope in him, ultimately putting
¢ their trust in the Lord’s kindness.

Second Reading — 2 Timothy 1:8b-10: Paul encourages
Timothy to join in suffering for the gospel, reminding him
that God has saved and called them to a holy life, not
because of their own deeds, but because of God's grace and
purpose, which has now been revealed through Christ’s
appearance and victory over death.

Gospel — Matthew 17:1-9: Jesus takes Peter, James, and
John up a mountain where he is transfigured before them,
shining with a bright light, and they see Moses and Elijah
talking with Jesus. A voice from heaven affirms that Jesus is
God's beloved son, and the disciples are told not to speak of
the event until after Jesus has risen from the dead.
