Dear Parishioners of Sacred Heart,

     Over the next three Sundays we will be spending some time 
exploring the Gospel of John.  We are privileged to hear de-
tailed accounts of Jesus meeting the woman at the well, the 
man born blind and the raising of Lazarus.  Because of the li-
turgical cycle of readings we get to hear them only every third 
year but they are given as an option every year if members of 
the OCIA (Order of Christian Initiation for Adults) are present 
during Mass.

     Not to downplay the writings of Matthew, Mark or Luke but 
John tends to give Jesus much more to say and time spend with 
those that He encounters.  Many spiritual directors will recom-
mend that their directives to pray these scriptures and see how 
much the Lord cares for them.  One can spend a retreat with 
any of these passages.  Each encounter can be seen as a para-
digm of the Christian journey into deeper discipleship with the 
Lord.  I recommend that you revisit these readings throughout 
the week and see how the Lord can further your Lenten jour-
ney.
