Touching Animals at the Fair
(PLEASE READ!)

   When you attend an agricultural fair a large part of the positive 
experience comes from seeing and being around animals up close. 
Particularly for kids, it is fun to see, pet and even hold some of the 
animals. But, when you leave the animals it is VERY IMPORTANT to 
wash your hands. Wash them well. In recent years we have learned of 
more and more occurrences of diseases being transmitted between 
animals and humans - especially with kids. Children often put their 
hands near their faces, in their mouths, etc. and this can hasten in-
fection.
  Enjoy the animals - but be smart and safe. Always wash your hands 
when leaving an animal area.
