School Description and Mission Statement (School Year 2025–26)

Stockton Educational Center (SEC) is a nonpublic, year-round school program dedicated to serving students with a wide range of disabilities at the mild, moderate, and severe
levels. We provide specialized instruction for students ages 5 through 22, in grades Kindergarten through 12, including transitional-aged youth. Our student population
includes individuals with Autism Spectrum Disorder, Multiple Disabilities, Intellectual Disabilities, Emotional Disturbance, Speech and Language Impairment, Deaf-Blindness,
Traumatic Brain Injury, and Specific Learning Disabilities.

Our classrooms are intentionally structured not only by grade level, but also by students’ social-emotional and functional levels to ensure instruction is individualized and
appropriately scaffolded. Each learning environment is equipped with supportive tools and resources, including iPads and computers, sensory equipment, student break
areas, visual schedules, reinforcement systems, alternative seating options, academic manipulatives, and individualized behavior data tracking systems. These supports
promote engagement, self-regulation, and access to instruction.

SEC’s core academic program utilizes the Unique Learning System curriculum in conjunction with state-adopted, Common Core-aligned instructional materials. In addition to
core academics, students participate in enrichment opportunities such as music appreciation, art, culinary studies, and gardening, which promote creativity, vocational
exposure, and real-world skill development.

Social-emotional growth is a central focus of our program. Students participate in weekly social skills instruction supported through structured lessons and  modeling. Our
multidisciplinary team works closely with families, district representatives, related service providers, and community partners to ensure a collaborative and student-centered
approach to education.

A cornerstone of our program is weekly Community-Based Instruction (CBI). These structured outings provide students with hands-on opportunities to practice functional
academics, vocational skills, personal care routines, and independent living skills in natural community settings. Students visit locations such as our gymnasium, grocery
stores, nurseries, parks, restaurants, fire stations, and various job sites. Through CBI, students build independence, increase community awareness, develop workplace
behaviors, and strengthen self-advocacy skills.

Throughout the school year, students also engage in a variety of school-based independent living activities, including recycling programs, campus gardening and grounds
maintenance, snack and lunch distribution, custodial tasks, community walks, personal health and safety lessons, and shopping experiences. For our older students, visits to
local community colleges and business offices help prepare them for postsecondary education, vocational training, and employment pathways.

SEC prioritizes transition planning and real-world readiness by providing opportunities for work-based learning, volunteer experiences, mobility training, transportation
planning, and access to local community resources. Our goal is to empower students with the academic, social, and functional skills necessary to lead as independent and
fulfilling lives as possible beyond the classroom.?

We will humbly, graciously and lovingly serve the community of students with special needs beginning at pre-kindergarten servicing students K-12th grade students as well as
adult day programs.

We will earnestly strive to build bridges from the educational world to the hearts and minds of our students so that we can walk across that bridge as educators and conform
education to the individual needs and goals of each student so that they can reach their individual highest level of success.

School Facility Conditions and Planned Improvements

At SEC, continuous improvement is a priority. By remaining proactive and responsive, we ensure that our educational environment not only supports students where they are
today, but also prepares them for continued success in school, the workplace, and the broader community.

An assessment of the school facility’s safety, cleanliness, and overall adequacy indicates that the campus is well maintained. On September 05, 2025, the Woodbridge
Fire Department conducted an inspection and confirmed the facility’s compliance with all applicable fire and life safety codes and regulations. The school’s Emergency
Evacuation and Safety Plan was reviewed by the administrative team during the January 2026 meeting and was officially approved on January, 2026. In the fall of 2025,
school officials collaborated with the San Joaquin County Sheriff’s Department to refine safety protocols and update the safety plan, with particular attention to
designated primary and secondary safety zones and the incorporation of terrorism prevention strategies. The school maintains a valid health permit issued by the San
Joaquin County Environmental Health Division, with the most recent inspection being June 27, 2025.
The playground and recreational areas have also been updated with new equipment designed to promote physical activity, social interaction, and overall student well-
being. The enhancements provide a safe and stimulating environment where students can build motor skills and engage in structured and unstructured play.
Some of the classrooms have been upgraded with work stations for small group interactions that include academic work and opportunities for service providers.
Additionally, the sensory room continues to evolve, including the installation of new lighting in the quiet area. These upgrades ensure the space continues to serve as a
calming and therapeutic environment for students who benefit from sensory supports. The sensory room is intentionally designed to assist with emotional regulation,
offering students a peaceful setting to decompress and refocus. Collectively, these enhancements reflect SEC’s ongoing commitment to maintaining a safe, supportive,
and enriching educational environment for all students.

Career Technical Education (CTE) Programs (School Year 2024–25)

At Stockton Educational Center (SEC), our mission is to empower students to develop meaningful independence across essential life domains. We are committed to building the
skills, confidence, and resilience necessary for students to successfully navigate academic, vocational, and personal responsibilities. Through individualized support and real-world
learning opportunities, we prepare our students to become productive, engaged, and valued members of their communities.

At Stockton Educational Center, we implement Career Technical Education (CTE) through our Transitional Adult Program which emphasizes hands-on, community-based
learning designed to prepare students for life beyond high school. Through structured Community-Based Instruction (CBI), students develop practical, transferable work skills
in real-world environments. The program focuses on essential independent living competencies, including money management, budgeting, time management, self-advocacy,
responsibility, and task completion. By actively engaging in authentic community experiences, students build the confidence and skills necessary for independent living and
meaningful employment.

Students also participate in culinary arts instruction, where they learn foundational cooking techniques, kitchen safety, sanitation practices, and food preparation skills. These
lessons extend beyond vocational exposure by integrating core academic concepts such as math, reading comprehension, and sequencing, allowing students to apply
classroom learning in practical and relevant ways.

Understanding that each student has individualized strengths and needs, our program incorporates differentiated instruction to ensure equitable access to career preparation
opportunities. Supports may include visual schedules, assistive technology, communication devices, task analysis, and modified job assignments. Accommodations are
tailored to promote independence while maintaining high expectations for growth. Student progress is monitored through measurable goals outlined in their Individual
Transition Plans (ITPs), with quarterly progress updates provided to families to ensure transparency and collaboration.

As part of our comprehensive transition services, students are introduced to post-secondary pathways, including local community college and vocational training
opportunities. Through partnerships with nearby junior colleges, we assist students with the enrollment process, connect them to disability support services, and help identify
available campus and community resources, including housing supports when appropriate. Students also complete the “Transition Passport” curriculum and supplemental
transition materials, which guide them in exploring career and technical education pathways, understanding workplace expectations, and preparing for adult responsibilities.

Overall, Stockton Educational Center’s Transitional Adult Program is designed to empower students with the practical skills, confidence, and support systems necessary to
transition successfully into adulthood, employment, and post-secondary education.
