Taizé

The Taizé Community was formed in Burgundy, France in 1940 by a young Swiss man seeking
reconciliation and peace in the face of the horrors of WWII. While the number of official professed
brothers remains at a few hundred, the community has since grown into a major Ecumenical
movement that has influenced the lives and worship of millions of Christians around the world.

What distinguishes Taizé more than anything else is its worship. Ecumenical in nature, yet
deeply rooted in the monastic tradition, worshipers come together to sing and pray in community.
Services are built around the repetition of short, simple chants — musical phrases often only one or
two lines long, sung over and over until they cease to feel like performance and begin to feel like
breath. The repetition is not monotony; it is intention. The idea is that simple words, sung slowly and
repeatedly, can carry a person past the surface of thought into a deeper stillness. Services follow a
rhythm of alternating silence and singing, scripture reading and prayer, all while sitting or kneeling
together in a simple shared space.

During this Lenten season at St George’s, especially at 10:15 but also woven into Rite | at
8:30, we are going to join in this tradition. Our services and worship space will become quieter and
more simple. All our music will be drawn from Taize chant. We will have more time for silence and
reflection. We will sit and listen and pray together. We will take time in the wilderness and hopefully
come back refreshed and transformed.

In a world that makes constant and unceasing demands on our time and attention, this Lent
will be a time to take a step back and just be, to give the Holy Spirit time to work in us and transform
us, so we can live more fully in the love of God and our neighbor.

Much of the music and all of the sung liturgy will be new to us here, so we invite you to come early on
Sunday at 9:50 and Dot and the choir have agreed to help us sing through the liturgy and learn the
music so we are ready to truly worship.
