Parking Lot Resurfacing - Lot Closed Until Saturday Night 
Work crews are hard at work resealing and restriping our church parking lot right now.  The parking lot 
will be completely closed Thursday, Friday and Saturday.

Do you have old, stained or damaged clothing, sheets, bedding, purses or other textiles laying around 
your house?  Now is the time to bring them to church.  This Spring we will be participating in the 
textile drive for the Oakland County Foster Closet.  They get paid by the pound to recycle old material 
so all that stuff that is too damaged to donate elsewhere can help support kids in need.  See flyer 
below for exactly what they take and how to package it.  Special pink bags are available at church in 
the narthex and fellowship hall.  Please return items to be recycled to the first classroom next to the 
kitchen off the fellowship hall.  If you have other higher quality still usable/salable items you can 
package them separately and put them in the hall by the bathrooms.  Adult items will go to Grace 
Centers of Hope and kids items and luggage will go to the actual Foster Closet (see flyer below for 
their needs).
