Lent is season of preparation for Easter through spiritual self-examination, fasting from 
harmful practices or substances, giving to the needy, setting aside more time for prayer and 
Bible study, and generally trying to give Jesus a central place in our lives. Today, our Gospel 
readings switch from Matthew to John (four weeks of “great conversations with Jesus”). A 
Pharisee named Nicodemus is curious and wants to ask Jesus some questions. He is left 
wondering how to be “born again” by the Holy Spirit. Our other lessons focus on Abraham 
and his family, and the faith it took to follow a God they barely knew.

The Second Reading ____________________________________ Romans 5:12-19 
Reader  A reading from Paul’s Letter to the Romans.  
 

As sin came into the world through one man, and death came through sin, and so 
death spread to all because all have sinned-- sin was indeed in the world before the law, 
but sin is not reckoned when there is no law. Yet death exercised dominion from Adam 
to Moses, even over those whose sins were not like the transgression of Adam, who is a 
type of the one who was to come. 

But the free gift is not like the trespass. For if the many died through the one man's 
trespass, much more surely have the grace of God and the free gift in the grace of the one 
man, Jesus Christ, abounded for the many. And the free gift is not like the effect of the 
one man's sin. For the judgment following one trespass brought condemnation, but the 
free gift following many trespasses brings justification. If, because of the one man's 
trespass, death exercised dominion through that one, much more surely will those who 
receive the abundance of grace and the free gift of righteousness exercise dominion in life 
through the one man, Jesus Christ. 

Therefore just as one man's trespass led to condemnation for all, so one man's act of 
righteousness leads to justification and life for all. For just as by the one man's 
disobedience the many were made sinners, so by the one man's obedience the many will 
be made righteous.

Jesus answered 
him, “Very truly, I tell you, no one can see the kingdom of God without being born from 
above.” Nicodemus said to him, “How can anyone be born after having grown old? Can 
one enter a second time into the mother’s womb and be born?” Jesus answered, “Very 
truly, I tell you, no one can enter the kingdom of God without being born of water and 
Spirit. What is born of the flesh is flesh, and what is born of the Spirit is spirit. Do not be 
astonished that I said to you, ‘You must be born from above.’ The wind blows where it 
chooses, and you hear the sound of it, but you do not know where it comes from or where 
it goes. So it is with everyone who is born of the Spirit.” Nicodemus said to him, “How 
can these things be?” Jesus answered him, “Are you a teacher of Israel, and yet you do not 
understand these things? 

“Very truly, I tell you, we speak of what we know and testify to what we have seen; yet 
you do not receive our testimony. If I have told you about earthly things and you do not 
believe, how can you believe if I tell you about heavenly things? No one has ascended into 
heaven except the one who descended from heaven, the Son of Man. And just as Moses 
lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, so must the Son of Man be lifted up, that whoever 
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believes in him may have eternal life. 

“For God so loved the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes 
in him may not perish but may have eternal life. 

“Indeed, God did not send the Son into the world to condemn the world, but in order 
that the world might be saved through him.”
