Cancellation and Settlement Policy 
 
This enrollment agreement may be canceled within five calendar days after the date of signing provided that the school is notified of the cancellation in writing.  If such cancellation is made, the school will promptly refund in full all tuition and fees paid pursuant to the enrollment agreement and the refund shall be made no later then thirty days after cancellation. (3) A student who starts class and withdraws after the academic term is 15% but before the academic term is 25% completed will be obligated for 50% of the tuition and refundable fees plus the registration fee. 
(4) A student who starts class and withdraws after the academic term is 25% complete but before the academic term is 40% completed will be obligated for 75% of the tuition and refundable fees plus the registration fee. 
(5) A student who starts class and withdraws after the academic term is 40% completed will not be entitled to a refund of the tuition and fees.
