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) ’gqme important notes for this year:

Service Hours: This year we will be re-instating service hour requirement for all students. | realize it still may be difficult,
but itis important for the students to continue to practice their corporal and spiritual works of mercy. If problems arise, we
will address them as needed. Here are the required service hours youth are asked to complete in the church or our local
community:

e Grade 1b-30min
Grades 2 and 3-- 1 hour
Grades 4 and 5-- 2 hours
Grades 6 thru 8—3 hours
Grades 9 — Confirmation—20 hours

Spiritual and corporal works of mercy are preferred, but other acts of service are also acceptable. Examples include making
cards for nursing home residents, visiting the sick/dying, raking leaves for a neighbor with no pay, collecting clothes for those
who need them.

Service hour forms must be completed in order to receive credit for a service project. Please have the person in
charge sign the forms and not a parent.

Sacramental Preparation Meetings & Retreats:

Diocesan policy requires that students preparing to receive the sacraments of First Reconciliation, First Eucharist
and Confirmation attend a retreat. Parents of youth in grades 2, 3, and 9 are expected to attend an informational

meeting, as well. These dates will be announced.
For Cancellations or Bad Weather Conditions:

If case of inclement weather, cancellations will be reported on the Erie TV channels: WJET (4), WICU (6), and
WSEE (8). Typically, we follow the local school schedule. If the Titusville Area schools cancel or have early
dismissal due to weather, faith formation will be cancelled. Cancellation notifications will be sent via REMIND app
or text message, as well. Call the parish office (827-4636 ext. 4) with any questions.

Attendance Policy / Make-Up Work:

Attendance at religious instruction classes is very important. In the event of an absence, please call the office to
inform us that your son/daughter will not be there. If your son/daughter misses a session, please see your child’s
catechist to receive information for completing the make-up at home.

Please note, according to diocesan policy, if a young person misses 3 or more sessions in a year and does not
complete the required make-up work, he/she will not be able to advance to the next grade level.

Tardiness / Early Dismissal:

Children/youth should make every effort to be on time and to stay for the entire class time. If a young person
arrives late, he/she must sign in before going to his/her classroom. Parents/ guardians must submit a signed note

if a child is to leave early.

This year more than ever email will be the most used method of communication. Please make sure the address
you give me is the best choice and easy to check. If you change your email address during the course of the

year, please let me know.
