If you do not want embalming, you usually have the right to choose
an arrangement that does not require you to pay for it, such as a non-ceremonial
cremation or burial.

No human remains may remain unburied or uncremated in Pennsylvania for more than 24 hours unless

Selecting one of these options for burial means you
understand that the burial will take place in the insert portion only, not the shell.
