This is a funeral where family and friends may choose to have a ceremony, event or
service for the deceased person, but they do not attend the burial or cremation itself.

Burial (funeral director’s charges only) * £1,225.00

Cremation (funeral director’s charges plus the cremation fee) £1,395.00

Fees You Must Pay

For an Attended or Unattended burial funeral, the burial fee. * £840.00 - £1,300.00

In this local area, the typical cost of the burial fee for local residents is: £840.00
For a new grave, you will also need to pay for the plot; for an existing grave with a memorial in place, you
may need to pay a removal/replacement fee. In addition, the cemetery may charge a number of other fees.

For an Attended cremation funeral, the cremation fee. * £649.00 - £1,095.00
