ALLELUIA: CHRIST IS RISEN! 

 

After a forty-day fasting, almsgiving and prayer, we 
rejoice that the Christ is risen from the dead. The 
stone rejected by the builders has become the 
cornerstone (Ps:8) of our salvation. Christ had 
promised his disciples that “if we died with Him 
(Rom:8), we shall also rise with him and pass from 
death to life (Ex:3). 

On this day we offer a joyful sacrifice of praise to the 
father who raised his son from death. We need to be 
intentional in the life of Christ our Passover 
sacrificed for us during this ultimate season of grace. 

The centurion confessed that “truly this was the Son 
of God”, (Mt 27:54). The manifestation of the close 
relationship between the Father and the Son a divine 
personage. Christ in his divinity comes to reconcile 
humanity with God; hence at the resurrection we 
intone the Great Alleluia that “He is risen indeed”. 

Christ tells the women at the graveside to go “tell my 
brothers”; a first of its kind in the gospels. This 
indicates the filial relationship of the faithful as 
adopted sons and daughters of God, the father. The 
redemptive work of Christ merited the sanctifying 
grace by which we share in the divine life. Now, we 
are children of God and so “not be afraid” (John 14). 

Today, Christ gives us the same message to rejoice 
and celebrate because His death and resurrection has 
delivered us from sin and death. 

May we therefore celebrate this easter with renewed 
vigor and permit the great “alleluia” chorus to ring in 
our hearts and minds throughout this easter season. 
Our works of mercy, prayer and almsgiving should 
not stop, but take on a new definitive meaning for us, 
the intentional disciples of the risen Christ. HAPPY 
EASTER TO YOU ALL!

During this time, 
the faithful can obtain a plenary indulgence by 
visiting Franciscan churches or praying spiritually if 
unable to travel, following the usual conditions of 
going to Confession, receiving the Eucharist, and 
praying for the pope’s intentions (e.g., one Our 
Father and Hail Mary). For example, in the Diocese 
of Springfield in Illinois, one can make a pilgrimage 
to St. Francis of Assisi Church in Teutopolis, St. 
Francis of Assisi Church in Springfield, or St. 
Francis Adoration Chapel in Alton (home of the 
Sisters of St. Francis of Martyr St. George).
