The attributes are God 

the Father, The Creator, God the Son, the Redeemer 

and God the Holy Spirit, the Sanctifier. One God, 

Coequal in glory and majesty.

the Holy Spirit. Amen. 

2). Glory be to the Father, and to the Son, and to the 

Holy Spirit, as it was in the beginning, is now, and 

ever shall be, world without end.

May the Lord illumine our minds and hearts, so that 

we may faithfully carry out our duties as Christians 

and intentional disciples of Jesus Christ.
