Matthew the evangelist refers to the followers of 
Jesus for the first time as Apostles. Jesus chooses the 
twelve by name and sent them out to proclaim the 
good news. For when Jesus saw the crowds, His heart 
was moved with pity for them because they were 
harassed and helpless, like sheep without a 
shepherd.” (Matthew 9:36)

For the Christian the call 
to love, forgiveness and reconciliation is the bedrock 
of our baptismal call to holiness.
