MINUTES OF THE FORTY THIRD
 ANNUAL MEETING

OF THE MEMBERSHIP OF CLARK RURAL WATER SYSTEM, INC.

MARCH 18, 2025
     The Forty Third Annual Meeting of the Members of the Clark Rural Water System, Inc. was held at the Clark American Legion, Clark, South Dakota, at 12:30 P.M. on Tuesday, March 18, 2025, pursuant to due action taken by the Board of Directors of the Corporation wherein the date, time and place of said Annual Meeting was selected by said Board of Directors.   

     Present at the meeting were 62 people.  President Steve Arnesen called the meeting to order.
     President Arnesen introduced the CRWS staff and Board of Directors. Also recognized were Kurt Pfeifle from Dakota Mainstem and Jeremiah Corbin from SDARWS.  Kurt presented an informative speech and slide show educating everyone on Dakota Mainstems’ mission and the importance of this project. It is not just an infrastructure plan but a commitment to the region’s future to provide sustainable, abundant, clean, safe water for municipalities and rural water systems in Eastern South Dakota and neighboring states. The Missouri River is capable of serving our communities and rural water systems for the unforeseeable future.  It is important we claim what is ours and keep its benefits local. Jeremiah presented Clark Rural Water System The Secretary’s award for Drinking Water Excellence 2024, and Certificate of Achievement 2024 to Terry Kaufman, Jeff Hoffman, and Greg Marx.
    Secretary Seefeldt presented proof of the giving of due notice of the Annual Meeting of the Corporation in the form of an “Affidavit of Mailing” showing due mailing of the “Notice of Annual Meeting of Members” to each of the members of the Corporation as shown upon the records of the Corporation, at their respective post office addresses, as required in the By-Laws of the Corporation.  
     A motion to approve March 19, 2024, minutes was made by Russ Hurlbert and seconded by Rick Weber.  The motion was unanimously passed and carried with all members present voting in favor.

     Manager Kaufman spoke to the membership regarding accomplishments over the past year as well as plans for the coming year.
      Director McHenry declared open, the vacancies of three Director positions currently held by Arlen Boehnke, Marlin Fjelland, and Darrell Seefeldt.  All vacancies are for a three-year term.  Director McHenry explained that Boehnke, Fjelland, and Seefeldt are all seeking re-election. 

      Director McHenry declared open, the position currently held by Arlen Boehnke, Marlin Fjelland, and Darrell Seefeldt and expressed that the nominating committee, consisting of all other Directors that are not up for reelection have made a motion to re-elect Boehnke, Fjelland, and Seefeldt to this three-year term. Director McHenry asked three times for additional nominations from the floor.  There being none, Larry McHenry made a motion that nominations cease and that a unanimous ballot be cast electing Arlen Boehnke, Marlin Fjelland, and Darrell Seefeldt each to a three-year term. Chuck Tollefson seconded the motion and upon voice vote, all members voted in favor.
    President Arnesen called for a re-organizational meeting of the Directors following the distribution of door prizes and adjournment.

     The names of Jeffrey Paulson, Penny Wolters, Roger Anderson, and Paul Dulitz were drawn for our door prizes. The names of Bill Fuller, Joe Jansen, Larry and Kathy McHenry, and Rod Steiger were drawn for our $35 Water Credit.  

     There being no further business to come before the Board, Larry Wasland made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Rick Weber seconded the motion.  Meeting adjourned.
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
