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Week #4: Youth Room, North Entrance, and Parish Multi-Purpose Room

Youth Room The Youth Room is designed to be an informal space for teens to meet socially while sharing their faith.
While the interior design is still in development, there are plans for a large-screen TV, refrigerator for pop and snacks,
comfy seating, ping pong or foosball, etc. The main focus is on creating an inviting, energetic space that our youth can call
their own. This room will also be available for Religious Ed and other needs.

North Entrance The new North Entrance gives direct access to the Gathering Space near the Youth Room, Elevator and
Grand Entrance to the nave. You might choose this north route into church rather than going up the long second flight of
exterior stairs (especially on cold winter mornings!)




Parish Multi-Purpose Room This small room can function as a classroom for Religious Ed, and as a flex
space for a variety of groups who meet regularly on campus: Council of Catholic Women, Grieving with Grace,
St. Ann’s Mission Group, Knights of Columbus, Finance Council, Caballeros de Colon, the Guadalupeno
committee, various Bible and Book Study groups, and ACC Meetings. There will be storage space right next
door for these various parish ministries to use, providing close access to regularly used materials.
