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BEST PRACTICE FOR BEEKEEPERS 

We remind all beekeepers the key practical aspects to 
management of Varroa using integrated pest management 
includes: 

• Conducting regular hive inspections


• Monitoring for varroa to determine mite load


• Choosing appropriate treatment method


• Rotating chemical modes of action for Varroa treatments


• Treating all hives in an apiary


• Following all permit/label instructions for treatment 
duration and dose


• Monitoring post treatment to determine treatment efficacy


• Keeping good apiary records

Varroa and Honey Bee 
Nutrition 
Varroa is a parasite that feeds on the protein of 
adult bees and larvae.  

It is essential that healthy bees contain at least 
40 percent protein in their diet and at times this 
will need to be supplemented.  

Watch this video for an understanding of bee 
nutrition and the effects of Varroa Mite. 

Do the 5… Hives Alive! 
1. Monthly monitoring - Varroa, other pests 

and diseases 

2. Come clean, go clean - all equipment is 
clean before and after use, between 
apiaries 

3. Extraction - enough honey stores and 
nutrition for overwintering 

4. Record keeping - record all your 
observations and interventions 

5. Enthusiasm and enjoyment - make use of  
available resources and support
