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HOW TO PLAY

Present Your Ticket
Give your ticket and the amount you are 
wagering to any of our Keno Runners or Writers. 
You will receive an authorized copy with the next 
game number and serial number for your 
receipt.

Check the Pay Table
The amount you win depends on the type of 
ticket played and the number of spots caught. 
Any of our Keno Runners or Writers will help you 
check your ticket and answer any questions. 

Quick Pick Keno
If you’d like our computer to randomly pick your 
numbers, indicate the price of the ticket, the 
amount of numbers you want to play and simply 
write QP over the number field.

Remember,1—15 numbers may be played for
$1.00 per game, but “Special 20” and “Sweet 
16” tickets are at different rates. We can also 
Quick Pick combination way tickets for you. If 
you need assistance, please ask.

Multi-Race Keno
Play up to 999 consecutive games with one 
ticket. Multi-race tickets played for 1— 20 
games must be collected within 30 days of the 
last game played in your series.
Multi-race tickets played for 21— 999 games 
can be collected up to 365 days from the last 
game played in your series.

Multi-Race Keno Rules & Regulations
Tickets may not be changed or voided after they 
are entered into the play. Players must use their 
completed Multi-Race ticket(s) until all games 
indicated are finished.

Mark an “X” over the numbers you wish 
to play.

Price per game.

Number of games to be played (1 to 999).

Total price of ticket.

Players Club number. Members must use
their own Players Club Member number.

Number of spots played
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Combination Way Tickets

A Combination Way Ticket is a Keno
ticket in which the spots selected
have been grouped into a number
of different WAYS in which the
winning combinations can be
calculated. For example: A ticket
containing 8 marked spots could be
grouped into 4 groups of 2, 6 groups
of 4, 4 groups of 6 and 1 group of 8.
If grouped in this manner, this ticket
would contain a total of 15 separate wagers.

All groups must interact to play a combined 
ticket (see Game Limits for wager amounts on 
back cover).
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Keno Rules
Present Players Club Card at time of purchase to earn Players 
Club comps for your play.

If playing Special $1.50 rate tickets, check that tickets are 
marked with an “S.” Winning tickets not marked with an “S” 
are paid at regular rate.

Check ticket carefully. The numbers and conditions registered 
in the game computer are used to determine whether your 
numbers match the numbers drawn. If a Keno Writer makes 
an error, which is not corrected, before the start of a game, the 
ticket is paid as written.

Malfunctions, that occur while a game is being called, void all 
numbers.

Any ticket for 1 to 20 games must be collected within 30 days 
from the time the ticket is written. 21 or more games have
365 days to be collected.

Keno Runners are available to assist you — but we cannot be 
responsible for incorrectly marked tickets or those presented 
too late for the current game.

Do not write on your computer-generated ticket. If it appears 
altered in any way it may be voided from payoff.

It is the player’s responsibility to check Keno boards for game 
numbers and compare his/her ticket to the 20 numbers 
drawn.

Total price payoff per game is a $50,000.00 aggregated 
amount.

Games subject to change or cancellation at the discretion of 
the management.

Keno Runners
•   Keno Runners make one pick-up and one drop-off per game.

•   Keno Runners are unable to wait for tickets. If tickets are not    
      ready, they will be picked up on the next game.

•   Tickets and money must be on the edge of the table and
      visible to the Keno Runner.

•   If the Runner witnesses a minor completing a Keno ticket
      that ticket is invalid and is taken by the Keno Runner.

Game Limits
•   $1.00 ticket minimum
•   $0.50 per way for 3 or more combined ways.
•   $0.25 per way for 50 or more combined ways.
•   $0.10 per way for 100 or more combined ways.
•   $1.50 minimum for Special Rate.
•   $5.00 minimum for “Special 20 Spot.”
•   $3.00 minimum for “Top & Bottom” or “Left & Right.”
•   $4.00 minimum for “Sweet 16.”
•   $.50 ticket for 10 games or more.

Preprogrammed
190/8 Combination Way Tickets
We have two preprogrammed 190/8 Combination Way Tickets:

1. Vertical groups.                                  2. Boxes of “X” groups.

We can quick pick this combination ticket or you can use your
imagination with combinations of 4 covering the entire board.
