Dear Brothers and Sisters,

Father Phil has asked me to start the monthly “Vicar’s Voice” column. He shared
with me that he wanted this column to be focused on the topics of evangelization
and youth ministry.

That said, I thought I would offer a simple reflection on what evangelization actually is and what it is not. Sometimes,
evangelization can be confused with catechesis. Catechesis is what takes place when one learns intellectual knowledge
about God and/or the faith. Learning about the Sacraments, the Mass, or different attributes of God constitutes catechesis.
On the other hand, evangelization is what happens when one is introduced to the person of Jesus Christ in a personal way.
Put another way, catechesis is knowing about God while evangelization is knowing god.

In the early 2000’s Pope Saint John Paul II (JPII) declared that the Church was in a need of a New Evangelization. Often,
this is thought of as a longing or desire for the whole world to be evangelized. This was not the case. The New
Evangelization that JPII was referring to was his sense that the Church was filled with Catholics that knew a lot about Jesus
but did not necessarily know Jesus in a personal, radical, and meaningful way. Personal relationship is the most meaningful
connection that we have as human beings. We don’t generally fall in love with ideas or concepts; we fall in love with
persons. Our faith is not simply based on a set of rules or ideas. It is based on three Persons - the Father, the Son, and the
Holy Spirit - that make up one God. To be evangelized means that we know and fall in love with those Persons so much
that the only thing that we can do is tell the whole world about them. This is the point of the New Evangelization: that
Catholics fall in love with the Lord so much that they cannot help but tell the rest of the world the reason for their joy.

May we allow our hearts to be opened to the various opportunities to be evangelized here in our parish in the coming
months, including: Sr. Donna’s bible studies, the Heart and Harvest Festival, our PSR program, our Day School, our
Eucharistic Devotions weekend, our OCIA program, our various music programs under the direction of Brook Benedict, our
youth ministry programs, our men’s and women’s ministries, our monthly First Friday and First Saturday Devotions, and of
course, the source and summit of our faith, the celebration of the Eucharist at Mass.
