Dear Brothers and Sisters, 

Summer is almost over for some of us who have to go back to school. Father Phil 
asked me to provide an update on my next steps in formation. 

As you know, after being ordained to the diaconate, I was reassigned to our parish, Saint Bernadette, to continue 
my formation. Before sending me, Bishop Malesic told me, “You will eat well there”. Truly, I am blessed with not 
only a wonderful rectory full of love and food, but also with the love from all of you, who always support me with 
prayers and kindness. 

This weekend, I will be returning to the seminary for school, but my time at St. Bernadette has not come to an end. 
Starting next week, for the majority of the time, I will be at the seminary. I will also be at the parish one day per 
week, either Saturday or Sunday, with an exception for breaks from school that I will be at the parish. This routine 
will continue until December 15, when I will complete my last semester and return to the parish full-time until May 
15, 2026. On May 16, 2026, God willing and with your prayers, I will be ordained to the priesthood for the 
Catholic Diocese of Cleveland. 

That being said, my next nine months at the seminary are very pivotal for my formation and growth as a future 
priest. Your prayers for me on this next step are always appreciated. Please know that I will keep you in my daily 
prayers.
