Rome waiting to get into churches, I definitely experienced a lot of frustration around that! Yet the very word

patience reminds us what this season is all about.

The word patience comes from the Latin patientia, meaning “the quality of suffering or enduring.” It’s rooted
in the verb pati—"to suffer, to bear, to endure.” In other words, patience isn’t simply about waiting quietly;
it’s about bearing the weight of waiting in a faithful, hopeful, even loving way.

This sheds new light on Advent. We often think of Advent as a cozy countdown to Christmas, but the Church
gives us this season to practice patientia—to endure the tension between what God has promised and what
we have not yet fully received. We know Christ has come, and we know that He will come again, but we live
our daily lives in that middle space where we must choose trust over frustration, hope over discouragement,

and faith over anxiety.

When we feel restless or overwhelmed, Advent invites us to let our waiting become holy. Every moment of

impatience can become a prayer:

“Lord, teach me to endure. Teach me to wait for You. Teach me to trust that You are coming.”

So as we light the candles week by week, let’s remember the heart of this season: to grow in patientia, the
willingness to endure in hope until the Lord Jesus comes in glory and into the quiet places of our lives.

May our waiting make us ready, and may our patience make room for Christ.
