Dear Brothers and Sisters, 

Merry Christmas to you and your family on this Feast of the Holy Family  
of Jesus, Mary, and Joseph. 

Recently, I watched some television programs, mostly about sports and, of course, I had to endure a lot of 
commercials. I was amazed that many commercials focus on the individual life and freedom, and pets, even 
during the Thanksgiving and Christmas holidays. There are not many of them related to family union and 
gathering, which I am a little disappointed about, because we all know how essential the family is in shaping our 
lives and formation. Family is the anchor that keeps us together in times of happiness and challenges. It is the 
place we can return to, seeking strength, protection, and energy to overcome our difficulties.
