My Friends in Christ,

This week, the Church’s calendar turned to “Ordinary Time.” Often when
people hear the word ordinary, they refer to the simple definition “with no
special or distinctive features; normal.” But this is not the meaning behind

the Church’s use of ordinary to define this time of year. “Ordinary Time” is meant to note the ordinal numbers
used to mark the weeks, for example, this weekend we begin the Second Week in Ordinary Time.

This time in the Church’s calendar is anything but “ordinary.” As we begin to dive into the scriptures, we are
reintroduced to Jesus’ ministry, the call of the first disciples and his first recorded miracles. Perhaps it is best to
use this time to immerse ourselves into who Jesus is and how that impacts our lives. This weekend, John the
Baptist speaks to us in the words from the Gospel of John saying, “Behold, the Lamb of God, who takes away the
sin of the world...” Imagine Jesus walking toward you and hearing those words.

Use this “ordinary” time to make life extraordinary. Spend time more time in prayer, read sacred scripture (maybe
just a verse or two a day from the Gospel) or join us on the Light of the World Retreat at the end of the month.
May this special time in the Church’s calendar help center ourselves in our relationship with Jesus Christ.
