Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

During this season, we often hear the simple question, “Will you be my 
Valentine?” In our culture, it is usually understood as a romantic gesture. 
Yet as Christians, we are invited to pause and reflect more deeply on what 
love truly means. 

Many of us are familiar with the heroic stories of Saint Valentine — how he courageously helped couples marry 
in secret despite the emperor’s ban, or how he showed compassion by healing the blind daughter of Judge 
Asterius. Beneath these stories is a powerful witness: Saint Valentine’s love for others flowed from the love he 
first received from our Lord, Jesus Christ. 

Valentine’s Day, then, points us beyond romance to something far deeper — the sacrificial love, Agape, that 
Christ has for each of us. His love is so great that He willingly laid down His life on the Cross, offering us 
forgiveness, hope, and eternal companionship. This is the love He calls us to share with one another, as He 
reminds us: “No one has greater love than this, to lay down one’s life for one’s friends” (John 15:13). 

When we ask, “Will you be my Valentine?” may we do so with hearts shaped by Christ’s self-giving love — a 
love marked by patience, kindness, forgiveness, and faithful care for our loved ones. 

As we celebrate this Holiday, may our words and actions be signs of Christ’s sacrificial love, and may we grow 
ever more deeply in love with God and with one another.
