Dear Parish Family,

Luke’s Gospel on “The Road to Emmaus” is a treasure-house for reflection!
There are multiple lenses through which we can integrate the event within our
own lives.

The confusion and sadness of the two disciples is understandable. Jesus died but is rumored to be alive! Where is He? What
do we do now? A “stranger” meets them on their journey and asks two questions…What are you discussing? Incredulous
that this man did not hear of the horrendously unjust crucifixion of the innocent man called Jesus who was a prophet
mighty in deed and word before God AND the people, the stranger asks the second question… What kind of things? and
they tell the story of this Jesus who healed, who raised people from the dead and even forgave sin and whom they had
hoped would be Israel’s redeemer.

Don’t you remember? The “stranger” reviews for them the Scriptures which prophesied the terrible death. Enthralled, they
needed to hear more. “Stay with us.” He did. He removed their fear and replaced it with hope and joy when He took the
bread, said the blessing, and gave it to them to eat. Then, they KNEW the “stranger” BECAUSE of the breaking of the
bread.

We have taken the Emmaus walk, too, expressed by the ups and downs in life, uncertainty, fears, sadness, loss of loved
ones. Where do we go? Jesus walked alongside the disciples, unrecognize by them. That can happen to us, too. When we
get overwhelmed and consumed with our own troubles, where do we look for Jesus? In the same place they found Him –
in the breaking of the bread – the Eucharist. Their eyes were opened. We trust ours will be as well. Here, in Eucharist, is
where our faith is nurtured and sustained.

The disciples’ eyes were opened. They knew what to do. Go back to Jerusalem and tell the Good News! He is alive! That’s
our mission now. You who are baptized, listen beyond the words for the real question and then tell the story.

Whether we know it or not, Jesus is always present to us. The disciples on the Emmaus Walk offer us a blessing as they
pleaded with Jesus, “Stay with us for the night comes quickly. The day is almost over.” Let us never go-it-alone.
