3. Soul —The invisible spirit of a human person that gives the body life and will never die.

4. Angels — Created spirits who have intellect and free will, but who do not have bodies.

5. Tempted — To be attracted to disobey God or do what we know is wrong.

6. Savior —One who saves or delivers another from harm. Jesus Christ saves us from sin & reconciles us to
God.

7. Reconcile — To restore or to fix a broken relationship.

8. Original Sin — Our fallen state & the broken relationship with God we inherit as a result of Adam& Eve’s

1t sin.
9. Sin- When we disobey God by choosing what we want instead of what God wants for us.
10. Free Will — The gift of choosing whether to love & serve God or not.

e Good angels are God’s messengers & helpers.
e Bad angels are called demons.

e Satan or the Devil
e He refused to serve God and bad angels threw him & his friends out of Heaven.
e They try to ruin God’s plans & tempt us to disobey God.

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Story of a Saint — St. Francis of Assisi

He is known for his great love of animals & nature, as he saw God’s love in all of creation.

St. Francis obeyed God. What are some ways that we can obey God in our own lives?

e God wants us to obey our parents, so when we obey them we obey him.

e be kind to others around us to reflect his image in the world.

e help take care of our world to be good stewards of creation.
St. Francis loved God'’s creation because its beauty showed God’s love & goodness. How can we show
our love for God’s creation?

e Thank God for his beautiful creation.

e be kind to animals & take good care of our pets.

e Try not to use more than we need or anything ... pick up litter ... recycle.
When St. Francis obeyed God, many of his friends & family made fun of him. How do you think this
made him feel? Why do you think he kept on obeying God even when it was hard?

e It might have hurt his feelings 7 made him feel sad.

e Maybe he was sad because they didn’t want to join him in serving God.

e He obeyed God anyway because he knew it was the right thing to do.

o He loved God more than anything else.

o He trusted that God knew what would make him really happy.

Let’s Read a Story — The Birthday Gifts

Nick & Sam give in to the temptation to sneak into their parents’ closet & look at their birthday gifts
before they receive them.
When they accidentally break Sam’s present, their Mom discovers what they have done.

How is this like the story of Adam & Eve in the Garden of Eden?
e Adam & Eve disobeyed God to do what they wanted.
o Their sin damaged their relationship with God & brought sin & death into the world.
e Nick & Samantha disobeyed their mother to do what they wanted (to peek at their gifts).
e Because of this, they broke the ballerina, which could not be repaired.
Nick & Samantha were sorry for what they had done. Is it possible for them to repair the damage to the
broken ballerina? How is this like sin?
® No, you cannot fully repair the broken ballerina — even if it was glued together, it will
never be the same.
e We cannot repair the damage caused by our sin.
o That is why we need Jesus Christ to save us from our sins.
e Jesus can forgive our sins and make us new.
What would you do if you were Mrs. Perry?
e be sad that this special gift would not be a surprise and that it was now broken
e forgive Nick and Samantha because you love them very much.
e give Nick and Sam an appropriate punishment.

Story of a Saint — St. Therese of Lisieux
e St. Therese teaches us to do little things for Jesus & for others with great love.

e happy, excited, a little nervous
2. Becoming a saint seemed like a really hard thing to Therese. What is something that you want to do
that seems really hard?
e always be nice to our siblings — but we lose patience
e do better in school or at a sport — but that takes a lot of hard work
e God helped Therese and he will help you do anything he is calling you to do.
3. St. Therese found that she didn’t have to do big, impressive things to show her love. She could do little
things with great love. What are some little things you can do with great love for Jesus & for others?
e listen to your parents right away, be kind to someone at school
e give some of your clothes or toys to the poor,
e read to a sibling, help around the house

Let’s Read a Story - Rules
e Nick is unhappy that he has a consequence for breaking a family rule. His older brother, Andrew, helps

him see that it is important.

1. Why does Nick say he doesn’t like rules? Do you agree with Nick?
o Nick doesn’t like the consequences for breaking the rules.
o Nick thinks rules just tell you that you have to do things you don’t like & you can’t do
things you want to do.
2. How does Nick feel when Andrew pretends there are no rules? Do you think it would be a good idea not
to have any rules?
o Nick doesn’t like it.
e If we can do anything we want without worrying about other people, then other people
can do anything they want without thinking about us!
3. How are the family rules at Nick’s house like God’s 10 Commandments?
o they help everyone love each other & make sure everyone can be happy & safe.

Let’s Read God’s Word — The Good Shepherd
e God takes care of us like a good shepherd.

e When we sin, we run away from God.
e God always comes looking for us to bring us back home to him.
e All of Heaven rejoices when we turn back to God.

1. How do you feel when you lose something or get lost yourself? How do you feel when what was lost is
then found?
e scared & like crying
o relieved!
2. Why do you think the sheep wandered away? Why did the shepherd leave his other sheep & look for
the 1 lost sheep?
e It wasn’t being careful or paying attention, or ran away on purpose.
e It was important to him — he didn’t want to lose even one of his sheep.
3. How did the shepherd feel when he found his lost sheep: How do you know?
e very happy - he rejoiced with his neighbors.
4. Imagine you are the lost sheep. How do you feel when you realize you are far away from your
shepherd? How do you feel when your shepherd finds you?
e scared, sorry, worried the shepherd will be angry, wish you were home.
o happy & relieved — especially when you see the shepherd isn’t angry

Let’s Learn About Our Faith — The Story of the Messiah
e The Son of God became man. Jesus is both fully God & fully man. This is the mystery of the Incarnation.

e Mary is the perfect example of how to love and obey God.

e Jesus is the Messiah, god’s anointed one.

e The church is the Kingdom of God on earth.

e Jesus chose twelve Apostles to be leaders of his church.

e The events of Jesus’ Suffering, Death, Resurrection, and Ascension are called the Paschal Mystery.
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1. What stories from Jesus’ life do you know? What can you learn from his life?
e Jesus’ birth, baptism, miracles, death
e We learn how to love from Jesus’ life.
2. Why did God send his Son? What does the name “Jesus” mean?
e God sent his Son to save us because God loves us so much.
e “God Saves”
3. What did Jesus do for the 3 years before he died on the Cross? What did his words and actions say
about who he is?
e teaching people about God’s love, healing the sick, forgiving sinners, performing miracles.
e He was the Messiah, the anointed one of God & the true king of Israel.
4. What is another name for the Kingdom of God on earth? Who did Jesus choose to be leaders in his
kingdom?
e The Church — the Kingdom of God on earth
e Jesus chose the 12 Apostles to lead his Church.

Did You Know? — The Blessed Trinity

e The trinity is one of the great mysteries of our Faith because it means that even within God himself
there is love.

1. What does the “TRI” in trinity mean?
e 3, like “tri” in triangle means 3 sides.

Did You Know? — Lamb of God

Jesus is the new Passover Lamb, who’s sacrifice on the Cross saves us from our sins.
Paschal (Passover) Mystery — Jesus’ passion, Death, Resurrection & Ascension into Heaven.

1. Why do we call Jesus the Lamb of God?

e Jesus is the new Passover Lamb, who'’s sacrifice on the Cross saves us from our sins.
2. What does Paschal mean?

e from the Hebrew word for Passover.
3. What is the Paschal Mystery?

e Jesus’ Passion, Death, Resurrection & Ascension into heaven.

Let’s Do Activities
Be a Code Breaker: God Saves
Know that God the Father sends his Son to save us.
Understand that Jesus saves us from our sins through his Death & Resurrection.

Jesus Finds the Lost Sheep: We are so important to Jesus that he will always search for us.
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Let’s Recall & Reflect
1. How do you think the shepherd felt when he realized that one of his sheep was missing? What does this

story teach us about the love and mercy of Jesus?
e sad or worried or frustrated — the desire to find it.
e Jesus loves us so much he will always come looking for us when we run away from him in
sin.
2. What was Mary’s “yes” to God? What can you do to follow her ex. of trusting & saying “yes” to God?
e God asked Mary to be the mother of his Son Jesus.
e Obey our parents & teachers, be kind & helpful to people, spend time w/God in prayer.

Story of a Saint — St. Jose Sanchez Del Rio
e St. Jose was 15 when he was martyred proclaiming the goodness of God & forgiving those who hurt him.

1. What do you want to be when you grow up? Why do you think Jose wanted to be a martyr?

e teacher, doctor, parent, priest, religious sister, firefighter, police officer, veterinarian.

o Jose loved God & wanted to give God everything — even his own life.

e Maybe he wanted to be brave & strong in the Faith like other martyrs were.
2. Why do you think Jose was so brave and bold in prison? Why do you think he forgave the people who

hurt him?

e Jose trusted in God — he knew that his strength came from God & was never alone.

e He trusted God would take care of him, no matter what.

e He forgave because he knew that God wanted him to — He forgave just like Jesus forgave.
3. What are some ways that you might need to be brave & stand up for what you know is true?

e if your friends want you to do something that you know is wrong.

e if you see someone else doing something wrong — like bullying.

Let’s Read a Story — The Deep End
e When Sam doesn’t listen to her dad, she ends up in a very dangerous situation. But her dad comes to

her rescue and saves her, just like Jesus saves each of us.

1. How can our stubbornness get in the way of doing what is right?
e Stubborn — wanting to have our own way — no matter what.
e Having our own way becomes more important than doing what is right.
o We should do what is right — not what we want.
2. How is Mr. Perry like Jesus in the parable of the Lost Sheep?
e  Mr. Perry came back to look for Sam — and rescued her from drowning.
o Both saved someone in danger.
o Both went looking — did not leave them out alone.
3. What does this tell us about God’s great love for each one of us?
e God’s love is even greater than the love of a human father for his child.
o  God will always rescue us when we call on him.
e He wants to help us & reconcile us to himself.
e Nothing can change his love for us.
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Session 4 - The Church Continues
OBJECTIVES
1. Jesus establishes the Church to continue his mission on earth.
2. Jesus gave his Church the 7 sacraments.
e Jesus continues to share his life with us through the sacraments.
3. Through Baptism we die to our sins and rise to new life in Christ.
4. Baptism makes us part of God's family and sharers in Christ's saving mission.

KEY WORDS
1. Christ — A Greek word meaning God’s Anointed One (another word for Messiah).
2. New Covenant — The new & eternal covenant established through Jesus’ Death & Resurrection
e toinvite everyone back into God’s family &
e make it possible for us to live forever with him in Heaven.
3. Grace — A special gift from god through which God shares his own life with us.
4. Baptism —The 1% sacrament that initiates us into the Christian life;
e it forgives our sins,
e gives us sanctifying grace,
e and makes us members of God’s family, the church.
5. Sacraments of Initiation — The 3 sacraments that make us part of the Church:
e Baptism, Confirmation, & the Holy Eucharist.
6. Sacraments of Healing — The 2 sacraments that heal our souls: Reconciliation & Anointing of the Sick.
7. Sacraments of Service — The 2 sacraments that help us serve God & his Church:
e Matrimony (marriage) & Holy Orders (the priesthood).
8. Sanctifying Grace — The gift of God’s own divine life in us that makes us holy.
Actual Grace — God’s gift to help us in each moment to love God and make the right choices.

Jesus instituted the Church to be the sign of God’s love in the world.
The sacraments are real signs of God’s love so we can really know his love.

Jesus gave Peter the Keys to the Kingdom of Heaven.
When Jesus ascended to Heaven, he left the Apostles to lead his Church on earth,
e with Peter as the leader of the Apostles and the 1% pope.

e Jesus’ chosen friends & followers.

e We have hope that God will always protect his Church — no need to be afraid.
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Let’s Learn About Our Faith — Jesus Establishes the Sacraments

e Jesus’ Death & Resurrection freed us from the power of sin and death.
e Jesus established the new Covenant to invite everyone back into God’s family.
e Jesus chose his 12 Apostles to lead the Church after he ascended into Heaven.
o Peter was the leader of the Apostles and the 1% Pope.
e Jesus gave the Church the 7 sacraments so that he could continue to share his life with us.
o The sacraments give us grace. Grace is the gift of God sharing his own life with us.
o The 1% sacrament we receive is Baptism.
= Baptism forgives our sins and heals our broken relationship with God.
=  Baptism makes us members of the church.
=  Through Baptism, we share in the saving mission of Christ.

e Sanctifying grace is the gift of God’s own divine life in us.

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Let’s Read a Story — Grace

Nick and Sam make some poor choices when they go on a hike with their family.

Despite these bad decisions, their parents patiently help them & take care of their needs.

Why did Nick and Sam choose to bring the wrong items for their hike? What were the consequences of

those choices?

They took what they wanted & they liked.

Sam had hurt feet from her new shoes.

Nick was very thirsty & tired b/c his pack was too heavy & he didn’t have any water.
Their parents took care of their needs, even though they had made bad choices.

Why do we sometimes make bad choices? What consequences do we suffer?

We may not want to listen to what someone else tells us.
We are focused on what we want.

God created us in his image and likeness so we have free will.

We have to choose whether to love God and others, or not.

Choosing the right thing takes practice — this is called virtue.

When we sin, God is always ready to forgive us in the Sacrament of Reconciliation.

e There are 2 types of sin: mortal & venial.

o A person who is aware of having committed a mortal sin should go to the Sacrament of

Reconciliation as soon as possible.
o The 3 requirements for a sin to be a mortal sin are:
= jtisvery serious sin (grave matter)
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= you know it is a serious sin when you commit it (full knowledge)
= you choose to commit it of your own free will (complete consent).
o Ifasin does not meet all 3 requirements for a mortal sin, then we are not guilty of mortal sin.
e Venial sins hurt our relationship with God, but they do not break it.
e Our conscience is God’s gift to help us know the difference between right and wrong.
e When we realize that we have sinned, we need to tell God that we are sorry & ask for his forgiveness.
o Thisis what we do in the Sacrament of Reconciliation.
e  “Conversion” means turning back to God after we have sinned.
e “Contrition” means sorrow for sins, including the intention not to sin again.

1. How would you describe the difference between mortal and venial sins to someone?
e VENIAL - harms our relationship with God.
e MORTAL - separates us from God - 3 things are required
2. How does sin hurt us? How might it hurt the people around us?
e We are choosing something that is not good for us!
e It takes us further away from God’s friendship.
e It hurts the people around us — we are choosing not to love our neighbor.

The Christian life is filled with choices — to obey and do the right thing, or to disobey and do the wrong thing.

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Session 6 - The Sacrament of Reconciliation

o "Receive the Holy Spirit.
e If you forgive the sins of any, they are forgiven;
e if you retain the sins of any, they are retained."
3. Jesusis really present & acting through the priest to forgive our sins in the Sacrament of Reconciliation.
4. The Sacrament of Reconciliation
e forgives our sins,
e restores sanctifying grace, &
e gives us grace to avoid future sins.

2. Resurrected — Raised from the dead to new life.
3. Sacrament of Reconciliation — The sacrament in which we are reconciled to God when our sins are
forgiven after Baptism.
4. Sacrament of Penance — Another name for the Sacrament of Reconciliation
e that points to the penance we must do to repair the damage cause by our sin.
5. Sacrament of Confession — Another name for the Sacrament of Reconciliation
e that points to the need to confess, or tell, our sins.
6. Sacrament of Conversion — Another name for the Sacrament of Reconciliation
e that points to our conversion, our turning back to God after we sin.

e After Baptism we can still damage our friendship with God through sin.
e God forgives our sins & gives us grace in the Sacrament of Reconciliation.
e The Sacrament of Reconciliation is also called the Sacrament of Penance, the Sacrament of Confession,
and the Sacrament of Conversion.
e Only God can forgive sins.
e Jesus gave his Holy Spirit to the Apostles so that they could forgive sins in his name.
o The bishops are the successors of the Apostles.
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o Our bishops today carry on Jesus’ mission of forgiveness.
e In Confession it is really Jesus who forgives our sins.
e The Sacrament of Reconciliation heals our relationship with God and with his church.
e Thereis no sin that God won’t forgive, if we are sorry for it.
e The Sacrament of Reconciliation gives us grace to avoid future sins.

Story of a Saint — St. Faustina Kowalska
Jesus, in the Divine Mercy image, appeared to St. Faustina and asked her to promote his Divine Mercy.

e Red & blue - God’s love & mercy — which he wants to give to us
2. Why do you think Jesus appeared to St. Faustina to give her this special message of Divine Mercy — the
Bible already tells us about God’s mercy?

e We can never talk too much about God’s love & mercy.

Let’s Read a Story — The Low Road
o When we rely on our own wisdom instead of God’s, we often end up making the wrong choice — and

there are consequences for making poor choices. These consequences can be a wake-up call to help us
acknowledge that we have done something wrong & need to ask forgiveness for our sins.

1. How do you think Nick felt after breaking all of his toys?
o really sad — they were broken
e regret / sorry — he spent his money on them instead of on the bike
e worried — what will his parents say about his decision
2. Have you ever experienced something like this?
e ex.something bad/sad happened after they made a choice they knew wasn’t right

o ex. being somewhere they were not allowed to be & getting hurt.

e Sinning is always a bad choice — even when it seems like a good idea on the surface.
e Sin has natural consequences
o we get hurt, hurt someone’s feelings, feel sad, end up further away from God
e Consequences get our attention & help us see that we made a bad choice.
o We feel sad & remember to be sorry for our sins.
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Session 7 - Celebrating Reconciliation
OBJECTIVES
1. 7 Steps for going to confession.

2. The Examination of Conscience: We ask the HS to reveal our sins & to help us make a good confession.
3. Confession of Sins: We tell the priest our sins, starting w/the most serious sins.
4. Penance: We receive a penance from the priest to make satisfaction for our sins.
5. Absolution: The priest gives us absolution for our sins & the HS comes to forgive us of our sins..
KEY WORDS

1. Penance — An act done to repair the damage caused by our sins,
e usually through prayers or doing good works.
2. Penitent — The sinner who repents of sin and seeks forgiveness.
3. Examination of Conscience — Looking at our words & actions to determine how we may have sinned.
4. Perfect Contrition — When we are sorry for our sins
e because we love God & are sorry for having offended him.
5. Imperfect Contrition — When we are sorry for our sins
e because we are afraid of being punished or because we recognize the ugliness of sin.
6. Absolution — The words said by the priest that forgive us of our sins in the Sacrament of Reconciliation.

o finally your turn after watching parents & siblings
e curious about what the priest may ask them
e ENCOUNTERING JESUS OUR LORD!

Let’s Read God’s Word — Lost and Found
e The younger son felt contrition when things started going badly for him in the foreign land.

e The father gladly forgave his son and welcomed him home.
e The older brother did not think the father’s forgiveness was fair because he didn’t understand his love.
o  When we sin & turn back to God, it is like we were dead and are brought back to life.
1. How does this story help us understand God & the Sacrament of Reconciliation?

e Father was looking of the son to return & ran to meet him

e God always wants us to return to him & comes to us offering us forgiveness
2. Why do you think the younger son left home?

e he only cared about what he wanted & not about anyone else

e thought life was better somewhere else than with his father
3. Why do you think the younger son came home?

¢ when he was miserable from all the mistakes he had made

e realized that life was not better in foreign land — better with his father.
4. How did the father treat his son when he returned?

e Father — welcomed his son —

o was happy & wanted to celebrate his return
o didn’t make him feel bad or punish him for his mistakes

5. How does God treat us when we say we are sorry for our sins?

e God rejoices & welcomes us back with open arms.
6. How did the older brother feel about the way his father forgave his younger brother? Do you think the

older brother really understood his father’s love?
e Jealous —didn’t think it was fair
o The father’s mercy is greater than the demands of justice.

Let’s Learn About Our Faith — Draw Closer to God
e In the Sacrament of Reconciliation, God runs out to meet us & welcomes us home.

e The 3 things we must do for the Sacrament of Reconciliation are:
o repent... confess our sins to a priest ... do penance.
e Penance repairs the damage caused by our sins.
e We are called penitents when we repent of our sin & seek forgiveness.
o  We get ready for Confession by making an examination of conscience.
o We must confess all mortal sins in KIND (what we did) and NUMBER (how many times we did it)
in the Sacrament of Reconciliation.
o ltis averygood idea to confess our venial sins in the sacrament as well.
o Everything we say in Confession is completely secret.
e The Act of Contrition is the prayer that tells God we are sorry.
o Perfect contrition means being sorry for our sins because we love God.
o Imperfect contrition means being sorry for our sins because we are afraid of punishment.
= God still forgives us if we only have imperfect contrition.
e When the priest says the words of Absolution, the Holy Spirit comes to forgive us of our sins.

1. Why does an examination of conscience help us make a better Confession?
o we look closely at our words & actions to help us recognize how we have sinned.
2. Which sins are we required to confess to a priest in the Sacrament of Reconciliation?
e Mortal sins — including quantity
3. Explain why penance is not earning God'’s forgiveness?
e God’s forgiveness is a free gift — because he loves us.
e Penance helps heal the damage that our sin caused in our life & the lives of others
o it helps us draw closer to God.
4. During what part of Confession does the Holy Spirit come and forgive us of our sins?
e words of Absolution

Did You Know? — Zacchaeus’s Penance

e Zacchaeus made satisfaction for his sins by giving half his money to the poor.

e This is Penance — repairing the damage we have caused.

1. How do you think Zacchaeus felt when Jesus called to him?
e Surprised, scared, excited?

2. What made Zacchaeus give his money to the poor?
o He felt bad and wanted to right some of the wrong he caused.
e This is called what? — Satisfaction , Penance

Let’s Do Activities

e Learn about the steps for going to confession.
o Examination of Conscience: Ask the Holy Spirit to reveal our sins & make a good confession.
o Confession of Sins: We tell the priest our sins, starting with the most serious sins.
o Penance: We receive a penance from the priest to make satisfaction for our sins.
o Absolution: The priest gives us Absolution for our sins & the Holy Spirit forgive us of our sins.

1. Think about the story of the father & his 2 sons. How do you think the younger son felt when he was
living with the pigs? How do you think he felt when his father welcomed him home?

e pigs — sad & miserable, guilty & ashamed
o father — happy & relieved, surprised @ party & welcome
2. Why is it important to tell someone we are sorry when we hurt them? Why do you think we have to tell
God ours sins and say that we are sorry in Confession?
e Other people — don’t know we are sorry unless we tell them.
e God - already knows our sin & our heart — we are telling him:
® we are sorry
e we know we were wrong
e we want to make it better
e we don’t want to do it again

Story of a Saint — St. Padre Pio

e At the age of 15, Padre Pio understood God wanted him to become a priest.

e God gave him the special gift of the stigmata — the wounds of Jesus on his hands and feet.

e Padre Pio spent several hours every day hearing confessions & forgiving people’s sins so they could
become closer to Jesus.

1. Padre Pio said yes to God'’s plan for his life, even when he was still very young. What can you do to say
yes to God’s plan for your life — even though you might not know exactly what that plan looks like?
e Pray - ask God to help you to know his will & tell him you trust him.
o When something happens — good or bad — remember God is always taking care of us.
e Don’t get worries / anxious about the future — turn to God in prayer
2. What special gift did God give to padre Pio? How did this help padre Pio draw even closer to Jesus?
e stigmata — the wounds of Jesus in his hands and his feet
e He experienced a little of what Jesus experienced in the Crucifixion.
3. Why did Padre Pio spend so much time hearing confessions? What does this teach us about the
importance of Confession?
e He wanted other people to know about & experience God’s love & forgiveness.
e We encounter God’s love & mercy in this sacrament in a very important & unique way
o and we should take advantage of it!

Let’s Read a Story — The Long Road

e It's hard to admit when we are wrong.

e When we have made bad choices, the guilt and shame can trick us into thinking that our mistakes are
bigger than the love God and our parents have for us.

e But Love always comes looking for the beloved.

1. Did Nick solve his problems by running away? Have you ever felt like hiding when you did something wrong?
e No - made them worse because he got hungry & cold & wet.
e  Guilt — helps us know it was wrong & we need to apologize & ask forgiveness.
e Ashamed — we may also feel this.
e God doesn’t want us to hide from his love.
2. How is Nick’s dad like the father in the parable of the Prodigal Son?
e Looking — for his lost son
e Didn’t scold him when he found him
e Happiness in finding his son was > than his anger or sadness over the bad choices.
3. Should we be afraid of telling God our sins in the Sacrament of Reconciliation?
e No - God is looking for us & will celebrate our return to him
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
