On most Sundays during the Easter season in 
Cycle A, our Gospel is taken from the Gospel of 
John. This week’s Gospel, however, is taken from 
the Gospel of Luke. As in last week’s Gospel, 
today’s Gospel shows us how the first community 
of disciples came to believe that Jesus had risen 
from the dead. In these stories we gain insight 
into how the community of the Church came to be 
formed. When we read today’s Gospel, we may be 
surprised to learn that these friends of Jesus 
could walk and converse with him at some length 
yet not recognize him. Again, we discover that the 
risen Jesus is not always easily recognized. 
Cleopas and the other disciple walk with a person 
whom they believe to be a stranger; only later do 
they discover that the stranger is Jesus. We learn 
that the first community met and recognized 
Jesus in the breaking of the bread, just as we meet 
Jesus in the Eucharist. ~Loyola Press

Al igual que 
en el Evangelio de la semana pasada, el Evangelio de hoy 
nos muestra cómo la primera comunidad de discípulos 
llegó a creer que Jesús había resucitado de entre los 
muertos. A través de estos relatos, obtenemos una 
visión de cómo llegó a formarse la comunidad de la 
Iglesia. Al leer el Evangelio de hoy, tal vez nos sorprenda 
descubrir que estos amigos de Jesús pudieron caminar y 
conversar con él durante un buen rato sin, no obstante, 
reconocerlo. Una vez más, descubrimos que el Jesús 
resucitado no siempre resulta fácil de reconocer. 
Cleofás y el otro discípulo caminan junto a una persona 
que creen que es un desconocido; solo más tarde 
descubren que ese desconocido es Jesús. Aprendemos 
así que la primera comunidad se encontró con Jesús y lo 
reconoció en la fracción del pan, tal como nosotros nos 
encontramos con Jesús en la Eucaristía.
