	● Course Type: Long Course Meters
● Event Seeding: Friday Preliminary Round will be Slow to Fast. Subsequent knockout-style rounds will be circle seeded. All other events will be Fast to Slow. 400/800M events will alternate gender. 
● Friday Format: 50 Back on Friday PM in a knockout-style format. All Swimmers compete in the Preliminary Round, Top 16 advance to Round 2, Top 8 to Round 3, Top 6 to Round 4, Top 4 to Round 5, and Top 2 to Round 6. Heats will run as soon as the new round is seeded, ~5-8 minutes between Rounds.
● Saturday & Sunday Format: All events are Timed Finals. Events will be swum as 12&U and 13&O, with results by age group (10&U, 11-12, 13-14, 15&O).
● Lanes for Competition: 8 
● Warmup/Warmdown Lanes: 5 25-yard warm-up/warm-down lanes will be available in the Diving well throughout the competition.
● Timeline Adjustments: Meet host reserves the right to add breaks or combine heats as needed for timeline management.
● Swimmers in the 400/800 Freestyle will need to provide their own counters.

	ENTRIES:
	Daily Limits:
Swimmers may swim a maximum of 1 event on Friday, 6 events on Saturday, and 5 events on Sunday. 

Time Trials:
Time trials may be offered at the discretion of the Meet Referee and WILL count towards daily event limits.

	CHECK-IN:
	The 400 IM, 800 Free and 400 Free are positive check-in events and will be deck seeded.

	Current USA Swimming Rules will govern this meet. 

· All adults participating in or associated with this meet acknowledge that they are subject to the provisions of the USA Swimming Minor Athlete Abuse Prevention Policy ("MAAPP"), and that they understand that compliance with MAAPP is a condition of participation in the conduct of this competition.
· On Deck USA-S registration will be permitted at the discretion of the Meet Director and/or Meet Referee.
· In compliance with USA Swimming Rules and Regulations, the use of audio or visual recording devices, including a cell phone is not permitted in the changing areas, restrooms, or locker rooms.  Per GA Swimming policy, the use of equipment capable of taking pictures (e.g., cell phones, cameras, etc.) is banned from behind the starting blocks during the entire meet, including warm up, competition and cool down periods.
· Deck changes are prohibited.
· Any swimmer entered in the meet must be certified by a USA Swimming member coach as being proficient in performing a racing start or must start each race from within the water without the use of the backstroke ledge. When unaccompanied by a member-coach, it is the responsibility of the swimmer or the swimmer’s legal guardian to ensure compliance with this requirement.
· Operation of a drone or any other flying apparatus is prohibited over the venue (pools, athlete/coach areas, spectator areas and open ceiling locker rooms) any time athletes, coaches, officials and/or spectators are present.

	CREDENTIALS:
	Only athletes, USA Swimming certified coaches, and USA Swimming officials, in good standing, and assigned volunteers will be permitted on the deck. Coaches and Officials should have proof of active USA Swimming membership with them at all times. Parents not working the meet as a volunteer or other position are not permitted on deck.

	COACHES MEETING:
	Coaches Meeting will be held via virtually on Thursday, May 14, at 8:30pm. Otherwise, all pertinent details will be communicated via email.

	OFFICIALS:
	ASL welcomes visiting officials and apprentices and will appreciate help in officiating this competition. There will be an officials meeting 1 hour prior to the start of each session. The official's uniform will consist of a white polo collared shirt, navy blue shorts, skirts or slacks with white socks and white shoes. All officials must present at check in, their current LSC Officials Certification Card; OR a recently completed Apprentice Form; AND proof of current USA Swimming Non-Athlete membership. Credentials may be required for deck access and hospitality.
