Revival:

1.

Movements of spiritual renewal and reformation among God’s people

2. An outpouring of conviction among believers, leading to repentance from sin and

conversions of many

Intercessors: Special ops teams or watchmen on the wall who “pray for revival to come and

it would be protected from distractions and distortions once it does come.”

2 Chronicles 7:13-15

Conditions for revival prayer:

1.

Desperation

a. Pray Psalm 139:23-24 to search our hearts

b. PrayJames 5:4-6, Revelation 3:15-20 against worldliness and lukewarm hearts

c. PrayZechariah 14:13-16 for instability to lead to returning to God

Humility

a. PraylJeremiah 17:7-10 to reveal any traces of pride, rebellion, disobedience

b. PrayJames 4:6 for humility and realization that we have offended God

c. Pray 2 Corinthinians10:5 for barriers of pride and self-sufficiency and false
notions of success to be destroyed

Prayerfulness (vs. prayerlessness)

a. Pray 1 Thessalonians and Romans 8:26-27 for your prayer life

b. Pray Colossians 4:2 for deeper devotion to prayer in the Church bringing spiritual
renewal and revival

c. Pray Acts 1:14 for unity in a shared desire to see God move in our midst

d. Pray 1 Thessalonians 5:16-18 and Philippians 4:6 for believers to pursue a life of
unceasing prayer rooted in worship and thanksgiving

e. Praythrough Psalm 145:18 for prayer to return to public life, conviction that itis
God’s will for us to pray and that He is near to those who call upon Him

4. Hunger for God -- Romans 8:26-27 (again!)

a. Pray Psalm 119:36 for a stronger hunger for Him
b. Pray Revelation 2:4, 5a -- pray that you/we/our churches/the Church return to
our first love



c. PraylJeremiah 24:7 that the masses who look to the world for fulfillment will
realize they are hungering for God
d. Pray Acts 2:42-47 that current revivals will last and cause people to hunger for
more of God kin their lives, homes, cities and the world
e. Pray Timothy 2:2 to help seekers find the face of God and have a daily
relationship with Him
5. Repentance -- Philippians 2:13
a. Pray 2 Corinthians 7:1 for God to shine on you, pursue holiness and purity
b. Pray Hebrews 12:14 for the church to pursue holiness in unity
c. 2 Corinthians 7:10 for conviction of sin by Holy Spirit to lead to genuine
repentance
d. Pray Colossians 4:4-6 and Romans 6:11-12 for unbelievers to understand sin has
consequences, to become dead to sin and alive in Christ
6. Joy-Psalm 126:5
a. Pray Psalm 51:1-12 for faith to be restored and strengthened if joy is waning
b. Praylsaiah 55:1-3 for all to seek Him and so doing find the best in life
c. Pray Galatians 5:13-15 that joy will bring freedom from judgment, criticism, and
negativity in the Church

Pray together: Father, we come to You today, partnering with and agreeing with millions of
people throughout the world for Your present help in a time of trouble. We are, as the
teaching states, desperate for this help. We humble ourselves before You, asking for Your
grace, cleansing, and healing.
