Meet Father Daniel McCaffrey

He is presently in the Marriage Apostolate where he
has established successful Natural Family Planning
programs on the diocesan and parish levels. Father
is a priest of the Archdiocese of Oklahoma City.

Parish Weekend Mission
Saturday and Sunday Masses:
