1. Attending a Safe Environment Education Session. (Only required once.)

2. Complete the online Safe Environment Training and pass a Criminal Background Check. (Renewal

done every five (5) years subsequently.)
The Archdiocese has updated the Five Year Renewal — it now includes a series of videos and
questions which takes about an hour and a half to complete.

3. Sign the Code of Ethical Standards for Church Leaders Link to Code of Ethical Standards. (Done
every five (5) years subsequently.)
