For the 2025 tax year, charitable contributions are  
deductible only if you itemize deductions; taxpayers  

taking the standard deduction cannot claim a deduction. 
 

The 2025 standard deduction amounts are $15,750 for 
single filers and $31,500 for married couples filing jointly.  
 

You cannot claim a separate deduction for charitable 
gifts if you take the standard deduction.  

 

Additionally, the diocese’s new Ministry Platform donation 
database has experienced many issues in 2025. If you do 

request a 2025 Tax Statement, we request that you review 
it very closely and let us know if it needs revision. 

 

Due to the lack of tax deductibility for most of our parish-
ioners, and issues with the diocese’s donation database, 
2025 Tax Statements will only be available upon request. 
 

2026 Tax Deductions for Charitable Contributions 
Starting in 2026, taxpayers who take the standard  
deduction can claim an additional "above-the-line"  
deduction for cash contributions made directly to  

qualified public charities.
