2. Minutes of the AGM of 15 May 2025 – received and agreed as a true and accurate 
     record of the last Annual General Meeting
3. Election of Chair and Officers of the Parish Council – Chair – Cllr Ellwood nominated Cllr Brocklehurst, seconded by Cllr Birkbeck – accepted.  Vice Chair – Cllr Heap nominated Cllr Ellwood, seconded by Cllr Brocklehurst – accepted
4. ‘Declaration of Acceptance of Office’ forms – completed & signed – to be kept on file
5. Review of Model Standing Orders and Financial Regulations – Model Standing Orders agreed and adopted on 14 May 2018 (as amended 10 December 2018) –  reviewed, no amendments necessary and 
New Model Financial Regulations agreed and adopted 16 May 2024.
6. Review of handling of requests for information from the public under the Freedom of Information Act 1998 and confirmation of compliance with the Transparency Code – the Clerk confirmed that the Council adheres to Section 20 and 21 of the Model Standing Orders.  The Transparency Code, effective 1 April 2015, is adhered to and all required statutory documents are uploaded onto the www.brough-cumbria.info website
7. Review of press/media policy – the Clerk confirmed that the Council adheres to Section 22 of the Model Standing Orders and all agendas state ‘Press and Public Welcome’
8. Review of General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) 2018 – the Clerk confirmed that the Council complies with the Regulations
9. Review of Parish Council’s Complaints Procedure – the Clerk confirmed that the Council adheres to Section 14 of the Model Standing Orders.  The Parish Council has approved and adopted its own Complaints Procedure.  This is published on the Council’s website
10. Review of Other Council Polices as published on the Council’s Website – the Clerk confirmed that other Council policies had been reviewed.  These were approved.
11. Effectiveness of internal audit – the Clerk confirmed that the bank reconciliation is ratified by a Councillor at each Parish Council Meeting.  Accounts, systems and procedures are scrutinised by the Internal Auditor annually.  The Clerk reported that Mr Julian Finerty was willing to act as the Internal Auditor for the current year.  The Council expressed its appreciation to Mr Finerty for his help.
12. Review and Acceptance of Parish’s Register of Assets – reviewed and agreed
13. Review of Parish’s Risk Assessment – reviewed and agreed as updated following receipt of the annual insurance renewal from BHIB.
14. Review and Acceptance of Parish’s annual insurance policy – renewal accepted.
15. Review of Councillors’ Portfolios – the review of Councillors’ Portfolios was deferred to a Meeting later in the year on the basis that there would be a change in the Council’s Members following Councillor resignation.
At this point Cllr Steve Heap tendered his resignation due to personal circumstances.  The Council expressed its thanks to Cllr Heap for his contribution to the Council and to the wider Brough community over recent years.

Subsequent to the Meeting Cllr Pauline Capstick also tendered her resignation due to work commitments.  Again the Council expressed its thanks to Cllr Capstick for her contribution to the Council and to the wider Brough community over many years

Dates of Statutory Meetings (Annual Parish Meeting & Annual General Meeting of the Brough Parish Council) and Monthly Meetings - it was resolved that the Annual Parish Meeting be held on Thursday 21 May 2027 at 7.00pm, the Annual General Meeting be held on the same date immediately following the Annual Parish Meeting.
