2. Minutes of the meeting of the Parish Council held on 17 July 2025 – the Minutes were received and agreed as a true and correct record of the last meeting of the Parish Council.  

3. Matters arising from the Minutes of the last meeting – 
 (3)   
Brough Clock and Clock Tower – it was noted that the clock was now running properly again.  However, the clock’s performance was being kept under review and a “winding log” would be maintained.  Smith of Derby have fitted new weight bars at no cost to the Council.
(8)   Repairs to Styles, Gates, etc. – the Chair reported that new gates had been put in place at Oak Tree
Garden.  The chain around The Green in Church Brough had been removed. 
Other work remained to be carried out: repairs to the fence post off Musgrave Lane and to the footbridge leading to the football pitch;  the removal of several planters which have collapsed; and tree works around the changing rooms.

6. Pump Track – Cllr Brocklehurst reported that the outcome of the Council’s bid to the 0-19 Fund was still awaited.  However, it was expected that confirmation would soon be given to the Appleby & Brough Place Action Group’s support of £2,500.  
It was hoped that confirmation of funding would soon allow work to commence.
7. MUGA Safety Inspection Report – Members considered action necessary in the light of the annual RoSPA Inspection Report.  The recommended action was low level and Members agreed that minimum maintenance action was appropriate.
8. IT Policy – the Clerk presented a draft IT Policy for consideration by the Council.  This would help to ensure that the Council complied with all appropriate governance recommendations.
The Council resolved to adopt the Policy.
9. Freedom of Information (FOI) Publication Scheme – the Clerk presented a draft FOI Publication Scheme for consideration by the Council.  This would help to ensure that the Council complied with all appropriate governance recommendations.
