The Board of Directors of Cactus Pear Music Festival (CPMF) is pleased to announce the 22nd Annual Young Artist Program (YAP)
to be held June 29 through July 19, 2026. Between 4 and 9 young instrumentalists will be chosen and awarded full-tuition
scholarships for an intensive 3 week program. The Young Artists will form ensembles to study and perform chamber music. The
curriculum willinclude: private instruction and chamber music coachings with Education Director Craig Sorgi, Education Assistant
Karen Stiles, and Festival Artists; lecture classes on aspects of music performance/careers; free admittance to the four festival live
concerts; and their own concert Friday, July 17 at 7 pm on the campus of UIW.

ELIGIBILTY FOR 2026 (instrumentation varies each year)

Serious Clarinet, Violin, Viola and Cello students ages 14 through 18, Piano students between the ages of 14 and 20 who live in
and around San Antonio, Texas, may apply. (Room and board not included.) Individuals as well as pre-formed chamber groups
will be considered for acceptance.

INTENSIVE COURSE OF STUDY OVER 3 WEEKS
Five or six private lessons with the Festival Artists. - Six to ten chamber music coachings with the Festival Artists.
Daily chamber ensemble rehearsals supervised by Mr. Sorgi and Ms. Stiles.

Young Artists will have approximately 8 community outreach performance opportunities as well as YAP video recorded
performances shared with retirement communities, churches, synagogues, etc. as extensions of our community
engagements.

The Young Artists will have their own final concert Friday evening July 17 on the campus of UIW.

All application materials are due by Monday, March 23, 2026.

In-person auditions will take place on Saturday, March 28, at Trinity Baptist Church between 9 am - 3 pm, by appointment only.
Instrumental applicants should prepare two contrasting solo works (accompanist not necessary) and may be asked to
sight read chamber music. Pianists must additionally prepare the two short chamber music pieces available online.
