Medicare Supplement insurance, also called Medigap, works differently from Medicare Advantage and stand-alone prescription drug coverage. The October 15 through December 7 Open Enrollment period does not create a new yearly federal right to change Medigap policies without underwriting.

Unless we have discussed a specific reason to apply for different coverage, continue paying your current Medigap premium and do not cancel your policy.
You may still need to review your separate prescription drug plan during Medicare Open Enrollment.
• Contact me if your Medigap premium has become difficult to afford
• Tell me if you moved, lost coverage, or received a notice that may create special rights
• Review your stand-alone prescription drug plan separately each year
• Never cancel an existing Medigap policy until replacement coverage is approved and the effective date is confirmed

For now, no Medigap action is requested. I remain available for questions or a documented rate review.
