To respect the integrity of the Mass of Christian Burial, all eulogies will be offered
before Mass begins. Please consider this when publishing the obituary.
For example; visitation from 8:00-9:45am with Mass beginning at 10:00am.



Luncheon

There is a basic fee of $120 for the use of Fellowship Hall. In addition, the
tamily can select from a menu of catered hot and cold options, or dessert
only. Lemonade, coffee and desserts will be provided at no extra cost.
Alcoholic beverages are not permitted.

The parish prefers the luncheon immediately after the Mass,
with the burial after.

Parishioners donate a variety of desserts at no charge to you. Itis
important to contact one of the parish office administrative assistants
(262-691-1173) as soon as arrangements are finalized, so the caterer can
begin preparations and dessert donors can be contacted. You will be billed
on a per person basis, and payment is requested prior to the day of the
funeral.

After the luncheon, all leftovers will be boxed up for you to take home, or
if you wish, donated to a local meal program. The parish asks that you take
all memorabilia and flowers with you when you leave.
