     Do you know about the 5 “Precepts of the Church”? 
These are the minimal obligations, made in a spirit of 
prayer and moral effort, to grow in relationship with 
God. The Catechism of the Catholic Church (CCC) 
explains these in more depth. One of the precepts is to 
receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation at least once a 
year. This is often also simply called “going to 
Confession”. 
     On Wednesday March 18th at 6:30 p.m. there will be 
a Penance Service. There will be a short liturgical 
service of readings, an examination of conscience and 
prayers, and then there will be 6 priests available to 
hear confessions. These will not be in the confessional 
but spread out in parts of the church distant from each 
other.

Even if you had recently gone to 
confession, this is a valuable Lenten practice to reflect, 
renew, and deepen our relationship with the Lord.
