Dear Friends,

Do you have family members or friends who are Baptized
Catholics but were never confirmed? Over the years, most
folks I have met who fall into this category are anxious to
receive the sacrament because they are about to get married
or have been asked to be a Godparent. As you recall, the
Baptismal Promises are made for an infant by the parents at

an infant baptism. Confirmation requires the individual to
renew the Baptismal Promise of their own free will after having learned their content. This is why one
who has not been confirmed cannot be a Godparent.

Our Archdiocese offers an easy remedy for earnest Catholics who never got confirmed. In fact, I sus-
pect we might run into more such cases because of the Covid period. Each region of our Archdiocese
offers Adult Confirmation in the fall and spring. Our South Region will offer Confirmation on Monday
evening, November 17, at 7pm at St. Michael Church in Avon. Please contact Deacon Dan Nelson, or
