Dear Friends,

Several years ago, while serving
as pastor of St. John’s in
Swampscott, I lived with Father
Dennis Burns. He was a Senior
Priest who had spent many
years as a teacher and practi-
tioner of canon law. One even-
ing, at dinner with friends, a
priest expressed frustration
with how long an office in Rome
was taking to process his re-
quest. Father Dennis smiled
and told him, “Relax, in Rome
they think in centuries, not
months or years.” While he was
referring to Rome’s notoriously
slow pace of deliberation, I was
reminded of his observation as
we prepared for the Church’s
ancient Rites of Holy Week and
Easter.

Many of our rituals and practic-
es were developed in the First
Century. They include the Lu-
cernarium, the fire outside that
began our Easter Vigil. The
same for the blessing of the Pas-
chal Candle, and the procession
into a darkened church. We
blessed Holy Water and were
sprinkled with it as a reminder
of our Baptism, after renewing
our Baptismal Promises. The
prayers, music, and church dec-
oration are intended to be ex-
pressions of our Easter joy. May
that joy spill into all aspects of
our lives.

Please accept my heartfelt wish
of a Happy Easter and every
blessing of this joyful season.
