The Family of Jaxson Ricci and Lena Bensson-Chi 
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In today’s Gospel, John 14:1-12, Jesus speaks 
words that everyone of us needs to hear: “Do not 
let your hearts be troubled.” He offers them not 
in a moment of calm, but on the eve of His      
Passion, when fear and uncertainty were already 
settling into the hearts of His disciples. Jesus 
knows their worries. He knows their questions. 
And still, He invites them into trust. 

He tells them that He goes to prepare a place for 
them — not a general idea, but a personal prom-
ise. Heaven is not an abstract destination; it is    
a relationship, a home prepared by the One who 
loves us. Jesus reassures His friends that they 
already know the way, because the way is not a 
map but a Person: “I am the way and the truth 
and the life.” 

Thomas voices the confusion many of us feel: 
Lord, we don’t know where You are going. Jesus 
responds with tenderness, reminding them that 
to know Him is to know the Father. In Jesus, the 
invisible God becomes visible. In His compassion, 

His mercy, His patience, His healing, we see the 
very heart of the Father. 

Then Jesus makes a promise almost too generous 
to believe; whoever believes in Him will do the 
works He does — and even greater ones. Not be-
cause we are great, but because His Spirit will be 
alive in us. The mission of Christ continues 
through ordinary disciples who trust in extraordi-
nary grace. 

This passage invites us to rest our anxious hearts 
in the One who prepares a place for us, walks be-
side us, and works through us. When life feels 
uncertain, Jesus reminds us that we are never 
navigating it alone. He is the Way that leads us 
forward, the Truth that steadies us, and the Life 
that renews us from within. 

May His words settle gently in your heart this 
week, giving you courage, clarity, and the quiet 
assurance that you are held in the Father’s love.
