Pentecost |s Often Called Hre
“Birthday of the Church’’

Next Sunday, the Church celebrates the great
Feast of Pentecost — the day the Holy Spirit de-
scended upon the Apostles fifty days after Easter.
The word Pentecost comes from a Greek word
meaning “fiftieth.” On that day, the frightened
disciples were gathered together when the Holy
Spirit came upon them like a “strong driving
wind” and “tongues as of fire” (Acts 2:1-11).
Filled with the gifts of the Holy Spirit, the disci-
ples were strengthened with courage and sent
forth to proclaim the Good News of Jesus Christ.
Because of this, Pentecost is often called the
“Birthday of the Church.”
The same Holy Spirit continues to guide and
strengthen us today through Baptism and Confir-
mation, calling each of us to live as faithful disci-
ples of Christ. You may notice the color red worn
at Mass next weekend — a symbol of the fire of
the Holy Spirit and God’s burning love poured in-
to our hearts.

As we prepare for Pentecost,
this is a beautiful week to pray:
“Come, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful.”
