This is my first full-time parish 
assignment.
I am grateful to Archbishop Richard Henning for 
assigning me to St. Oscar Romero Parish and to 
Fr. Rafferty for welcoming me to the parish com-
munity. I’m looking forward to learning from 
you, serving you, and growing together in faith.
