Many of us could identify with this little boy. We sometimes reduce Christmas to a season
only for giving or receiving gifts. There is nothing wrong about this if we keep the true
meaning of Christmas alive in our hearts. Unlike the parents of the little boy above, God
gives us the gift of His Son at Christmas. Even though it is Christ’s birthday, he is the one
giving us gifts. So, let us open our hearts to receive all the gifts that Christ’s birth brings.
 
Christmas is about Jesus! It is about the incarnation, the eternal Son of God becoming
human. It is about God entering into our chaos and restoring it from within.  And we are
recipients of this wondrous gift of God’s self to the world. 
 
Our response? We need to be grateful for the gift that we have received, even though we
are most undeserving of it. We must rejoice and be joyful that God has entered our world
as Emmanuel, God with us. And like the angels, let us sing: “Glory to God in the highest,
and on earth peace, good will toward men” (Luke 2:14).

In May of 2025, Texas passed House Bill II (HB II) establishing a school
choice program that allows families to use public tax dollars for private
school tuition and other educational expenses. It became the 36th state
in the nation to have School Choice.  And we are happy to announce
that our school has been approved for the 2025-2027 Texas Education
Freedom Account (TEFA) Program. 

Beginning February 4, 2026, parents can submit applications for the
TEFA program! state funds, referred to as TEFAs (Texas Education
Freedom Accounts), will be put into accounts for parents to choose
where to send their children. One billion dollars will be provided for up
to 90,0000 students ($10,500/student enrolled in an eligible school;
$30,000/student with a disability; $2,000/student who is home-
schooled).  
Eligible expenses include school tuition, tutoring, uniforms, therapies
for students with special needs, and textbooks, to name a few.

On this last Sunday before Christmas, we see
that Jesus’ birth is the fulfillment of the promise
of Emmanuel, meaning “God is with us.” (Mt
1:23) The gospel refers to the first reading from
Isaiah. There we see the king of Judah, Ahaz, is
under attack by the kings of Aram and Israel. He
wants to ask the Assyrians for help, instead of
relying on God. He is afraid to admit his lack of
faith. So the weakness of Ahaz gives us the
wonderful prophecy of the birth of Jesus.

In the gospel, Joseph also does not understand
how Mary was pregnant. But unlike Ahaz,
Joseph did have faith in God and the message of
the angel. He took Mary as his wife and helped
her through her pregnancy and afterwards in
raising Jesus.

So now we have to choose who we rely on: Do I
act like Ahaz, relying on the worldly powers, or
like Joseph who trusted the Lord? If I look at my
actions and priorities, I might be more like Ahaz
than I want to admit.

How much time do I spend watching television
(especially now that it’s in HD) compared to
time in prayer? How much time to I spend
reading the scriptures compared to the
newspaper or magazines? If I really believe that
“God is with us,” which is what Christmas is all
about, how much of God can people see in my
actions? 

Maybe if we kept in mind that promise that God
IS with us, in the Baptism we received and the
sacraments of the Church, and the love of our
spouse or parents—we could see how close God
really is and let others see in our actions, that
Jesus is Emmanuel.
