St. Pius X Catholic Church

What is your immediate reaction to the word “stewardship?” | hear from too
many that stewardship is just a nice, churchy way to ask for money. That kind of
makes sense since most Stewardship Sundays have parishioners and the Priest
asking us to consider how much we put into the envelopes. But, stewardship is
much more than about money. It is about how we live our lives. In a word, it is
about discipleship.

A big step in growing deeper in our discipleship of Jesus is acknowled%ing, in all
humility, that God gives us everything. Every single thing we have and all we are is
because of God's gracious generosity. The Bible teaches us this truth in 1
Chronicles 29:11-14 and in Act 17:25. When we embrace this, when we take God
at His word, we can't help but be overwhelmed with gratitude. We are in awe of
His lavish generosity. As Disciples, we should want to try to emulate Him. We
wonder how we should respond to all these blessings. Psalm116:12 asks the
question for us, “How can | repay the Lord for all the great good done for me?”

We do usually understand Almsgivinﬁ in terms of giving money. So in that sense,
stewardship is about money. As well it should be. Think about it — can you go a
single day without using money? You may not use a credit card or venmao, but you
Use resources everr day that cost you money. Shouldn't something as ubiquitous
asmoney is in our lives be a part of our spiritual life, part of our discipleship?

Yes, of course it should. But we seem to have a huge disconnect between our
faith life and our financial life. It's as if we disciples say something like, “Lord, you
be firr]st in my life, in every area of my life. Oh — but not the money part, Lord. |
gotthat.”

The data tell a different story. So many people have mountains of consumer and
credit card debt to climb. Financial stress is cited as a leading cause of divorce.
How we've been handling our finances isn't working out too well. Something
needs to change.

Put God First

What needs to change is that we need to include God in our financial life. We
need to put God first in every area of our lives — including money. When | finally
accepted this truth, my life chanﬁed. | was doing what everyone seems to do,
buying stuff I thought would make me happy and look successful. Getting the
newest phone, buying a bigger TV, leasing luxury cars all made me feel good on
the outside. But inside, the payment demands were stressing me to the max. And
something gnawed at me. | knew | wasn't giving what | should be gving at
church. The $1 or $5 I happened to have in my pocket on Sunday was a pittance
compared to what | was paying for the stuff that | knew had no lasting value.

By the grace of God, it dawned on me that | should be honest with myself about
how | was able to do what | did and earn what | earned. | should be honest
about how much God blesses me and my family. | should make a return to God
that sincerely reflects how blessed I am.

When | took that step of faith, put God first in my budget, and started tithing,
what happened? Did we miss any meals? Did any bills FO unpaid? No. What
happened is that | gained a sense of peace | cannot explain. It is the peace of
God that surpasses understanding. It is the peace that the world and stuff do not
bring. Only God gives us peace like that.

I you have financial stress in your life, | encourage you to look at your giving. Is
God first in your spending Blan? Are you %iving Him the amount that reflects how
grateful you are for all the blessings and benefits He gives to you? Think about i,
if we all gave what God asks us to §ive, how much more money would there be
to feed the hungry, clothe the naked, house the homeless, educate children, help
single moms keep their babies? Our lives would have more meaning by
supporting ministries that do these works of mercy. Our communities would be
better for it. And as a result, we would change the world.

Put God first in your finances. Give in return for His blessings. Gain that peace
you seek. Change the world. Change your life.

The Meaning of “Stewardship”
El Significado de “Corresponsabilidad”

¢Cudl es tu reaccion inmediata ante la palabra "corresponsabilidad"? Escucho a
muchos decir que la corresponsabilidad es simplemente una forma amable y
eclesiastica de pedir dinero. Esto tiene sentido, ya que en la mayorfa de los
Domingos de corresponsabilidad, los feligreses y el sacerdote nos piden que
consideremos cudnto ponemos en los sobres. Pero la corresponsabilidad es mucho
mas que dinero. Se trata de como vivimos. En una palabra, se trata de discipulado.

Un gran paso para profundizar en nuestro discipulado de Jesds es reconocer, con
toda humildad, que Dios nos lo da todo. Todo lo que tenemos y todo lo que somos
es gracias a la generosidad de Dios. La Biblia nos ensefia esta verdad en 1 Cronicas
29:11-14 y en Hechos 17:25. Cuando aceptamos esto, cuando creemos en la
palabra de Dios, no podemos evitar sentimos abrumados por la gratitud. Nos
maravillamos de su generosa generosidad. Como discipulos, deberiamos querer
imitarlo. Nos preguntamos cémo debemos responder a todas estas bendiciones. El
Salmo 116:12 nos plantea la pregunta: ";Como podré pagar al Sefior todo el bien
que me ha hecho?".

Generalmente entendemos la limosna como dar dinero. Asi que, en ese sentido, la
mayordomia se trata de dinero. Y con razon. Piénsalo: ;puedes pasar un solo dia sin
usar dinero? Quizas no uses tarLeta de crédito ni Venmo, pero a diario usas recursos
que te cuestan dinero. ;No deberia algo tan omnipresente como el dinero formar
parte de nuestra vida espiritual, de nuestro discipulado?

Si, daro que deberfa. Pero parece que hay una gran desconexion entre nuestra vida
de fe y nuestra vida financiera. Es como si los discipulos dijéramos algo como:
«Sefior, sé el primero en mi vida, en cada drea de mi vida. Atw, pero no en lo del
dinero, Sefior. Yo me encargo.

Los datos cuentan otra historia. Mucha gente tiene montafias de deudas de
consumo y tarjetas de crédito que afrontar. £l estrés financiero se cita como una de
las princ;pales causas de divorcio. La forma en que hemos estado manejando
nuestras finanzas no esta funcionando muy bien. Algo tiene que cambiar.

Pon a Dios primero

Lo que necesita cambiar es que necesitamos incluir a Dios en nuestra vida
financiera. Necesitamos poner a Dios primero en cada drea de nuestras vidas,
incluyendo el dinero. Cuando finalmente acepté esta verdad, mi vida cambio.
Estaba haciendo lo que todos parecen hacer, comprando cosas que pensaba que
me harfan feliz y lucirfa exitoso. Obtener el teléfono mds nuevo, comprar un
televisor mds grande, comprar autos de lujo, todo me hacfa sentir bien por fuera.
Pero por dentro, las exigencias de pago me estaban estresando al mdximo. Y algo
me carcomia. Sabfa que no estaba dando lo que debia dar en la iglesia. El dollar o
los $5 que tenia en mi bolsillo el domingo eran una miseria comparado con lo que
estaba pagando por las cosas que sabia que no tenfan valor duradero.

Porla Fracia de Dios, me di cuenta de que debia ser honesto conmigo mismo sobre
6mo logré hacer lo que hice y ganar lo que gané. Debia ser honesto sobre cudnto
Dios me bendice a mi y a mi familia. Debia retribuir a Dios con sinceridad,
reflejando cudn bendecido soy.

Cuando di ese paso de fe, puse a Dios primero en mi presupuesto y comencé dar
mi lizmona con conciensia, jqué paso? ;Nos saltamos alguna comida? ;Quedamos
sin pagar alguna cuenta? No. Lo que pasd es que experimenté una paz
indescriptible. Es la paz de Dios que sobrepasa todo entendimiento. Es la paz que el
mundo y las cosas no traen. Solo Dios nos da esa pat.

Si tienes dificultades econdmicas, te animo a que revises tus ofrendas. ¢Dios es lo
primero en tu plan de gastos? ;le estds dando la cantidad que refleja tu
agradecimiento por todas las bendiciones y beneficios que te da? Piénsalo: si todos
diéramos lo que Dios nos pide, ;cudnto mds dinero habria para alimentar a los
hambrientos, vestir a los desnudos, dar techo a las personas sin hogar, educar a los
nifios y ayudar a las madres solteras a cuidar de sus bebés? Nuestras vidas tendrfan
mds sentido si apoydramos ministerios que realizan estas obras de misericordia.
Nueséras comunidades se beneficiarian. Y, como resultado, cambiariamos el
mundo.

Prioriza a Dios en tus finanzas. Da a cambio de sus bendiciones. Obtén la paz que
buscas.

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Sunday Reflection
Some times | get angry at things that frustrate
me. So | have to struggle with the line in our
first reading, where the disciples were
“rejoicing that they had been found worthy to
suffer dishonor for the sake of the name” (Acts
5:41).

Imagine rejoicing over pain and suffering.
These disciples had seen Jesus on the cross.
When he rose from the dead, they began to see
that his suffering was not a tragic loss, but a
sign of his glory. And when they suffered
because they believed in him, as in today’s
reading, they saw that as a way to imitate Jesus
on the cross. Those who had followed him in
life could also follow him to the cross.

Most of us today find ourselves suffering
because we have done wrong. God does not
use special interventions to smite sinners. Think
of the times we were punished as a child. Think
of the times we lost a friend because of a cruel
remark. These are the result of our actions.
These are sufferings that we would rather
avoid.

Jesus, however, suffered for our sins when he
was totally innocent. If he could do that, could
we not accept suffering for our own sins when
it comes? If we behave differently because of
it, if we can grow to be better persons, then
that suffering can be our way of accepting the
Cross.

Of course, not all suffering is caused by the sins
of the person suffering. The suffering of the
innocent is a great mystery, a cause for sorrow
and a challenge to help where we can. But like
growing pains, all suffering is a step to new life
in Christ. And that is what Easter is about.

A veces me enojo por las cosas que me
frustran. Por eso tengo que luchar con la Iinea
de la primera lectura, donde dice que los
discipulos estaban “felices de haber padecido
aquellos ultrajes por el nombre de Jesus”
(Hechos 5,41).

Imagina regocijarte por el dolor y el
sufrimiento. Estos discipulos habian visto a
Jests en la cruz. Cuando resucité de entre los
muertos, comenzaron a ver que su sufrimiento
no era una pérdida tragica, sino un signo de su
gloria. Y cuando sufrieron porque creyeron en
él, como en la lectura de hoy, vieron eso como
una manera de imitar a Jesus en la cruz.

Los que lo habfan seguido en la vida también
podian seguirlo hasta la cruz.La mayoria de
nosotros hoy nos encontramos sufriendo
porque hemos hecho algo malo. Dios no
utiliza intervenciones especiales para castigar a
los pecadores. Pensemos en las veces que
fuimos castigados de nifos. Pensemos en las
veces que perdimos a un amigo debido a un
comentario cruel. Estos son los resultados de
nuestras acciones. Estos son sufrimientos que
prefeririamos evitar.

Jestis, sin embargo, sufri6 por nuestros
pecados cuando era completamente inocente.
Si pudo hacer eso, ¢no podriamos nosotros
aceptar el sufrimiento por nuestros propios
pecados cuando llegue el momento? Si nos
comportamos de manera diferente a causa de
ello, si podemos crecer para ser mejores
personas, entonces ese sufrimiento puede ser
nuestra manera de aceptar la cruz.

Por supuesto, no todo sufrimiento es causado
por los pecados de la persona que lo sufre. El
sufrimiento de los inocentes es un gran
misterio, una causa de dolor y un desafio para
ayudar en lo que podamos. Pero, al igual que
los dolores del crecimiento, todo sufrimiento
es un paso hacia una nueva vida en Cristo. Y
de eso se trata la Pascua.
