SCRIPTURE MEMORY

Scripture memory is an important aspect of discipleship. Why Scripture memory?2 As
believers, we are to “let the Word of Christ dwell in you richly” (Colossians 3:16).
Jesus quoted Scripture from the Old Testament almost 180 times as recorded in the
New Testament.”

Scripture helps to guard us against temptation (Ephesians 6:10-20) while renewing
our mind and transforming our life (Romans 12:2). With God’s Word stored in our
hearts we are able to encourage others with His truth (Romans 15:4). Knowing
God's Word allows us to share with unbelievers (1 Peter 3:15) in confidence. Lastly,
memorizing God's Word gives us a better understanding of God and His will (John
8:31-32, 14:21) and makes us wise for salvation.
