From the Desk of Fr. Reginald Wolford, OP

Dear Friends,

You will probably recognize that as one of the
responses to “The mystery of faith” after the consecration
during mass. Those responses are not divided by season, but
that one has a particularly Advent ring to me - the desperate
cry of a world broken by sin for its Savior. That is really at the
heart of what this season that we are beginning this week is all
about. Advent invites us to go back to the times when God was
preparing the children of Israel - gathering them into a nation,
revealing His Law to them. This was all part of His healing plan
that started as soon as sin entered the world. A lesson that the
Old Testament and our own experience teaches us is that we
don’t have our own solution to sin. No matter how hard we try,
or how many self-help books we read, we cannot lift ourselves
out of the mud of sin. It takes a divine action. And God’s saving
action is an act of love and generosity that we could never have
imagined - He sent His only Son to walk with us, and to bear
the burden of our sins. This Advent, with the prayers of Our
Lady to help us, may we cry out more and more, “Save us,
Savior of the World!”
