From the Desk of Fr. Reginald Wolford, OP

Dear Friends,

I want to tell you about two special masses that are
coming up in March. First, on March 7th, we have our First Sat-
urday mass at 11am as usual. This one however will be a little
bit different. It will be a Missa Cantata in the Dominican Rite for
the Feast of St. Thomas Aquinas. Let me explain. The Domini-
can Rite is the traditional version of the mass that was celebrat-
ed in the Dominican Order from the 13th Century all the way
through the 1960’s. It is very similar to the Extraordinary Form,
if you are familiar with that. It is in Latin, and there will be
Gregorian chant at this one. (As a side note - I need no special
permission to celebrate it; the restrictions that were placed on
the Extraordinary Form do not apply to the Dominican Rite.)
Don’t worry, there will be booklets to help you follow along.

Wait a minute… Didn’t we just have the Feast of
St. Thomas back in January? Well, yes. In the modern liturgy,
his feast was moved to January 28th. His traditional feast day is
in March, in keeping with the tradition of celebrating a saint on
the day of his death when possible, i.e. his birthday into
heaven. So we are blessed to have a second Feast of
St. Thomas this year! I’m looking forward to celebrating him
with a form of the mass that is very close to what Thomas him-
self would have celebrated.

The second special mass coming up is on Tuesday,
March 17th, for St. Patrick, co-patron of our parish. (We still
have our regular 12:15 Mass that day.) Stay tuned - you will be
hearing more about that one soon, but I wanted to give you a
heads up.
