In fidelity to Jesus Christ, in 1858 Irish and German immigrants founded St. Patrick Parish—the Mother Parish of
South Bend—and in 1877 Polish immigrants founded St. Hedwig Parish—the Mother Parish of the Polish
Community of South Bend.
