From the Desk of Fr. Reginald Wolford, OP

Blessed Divine Mercy Sunday!

Introducing the newest member of our Dominican community.
You have probably seen Fr. Aquinas around intermiƩently, as
he has been in South Bend for a few years. He is now staying
with us in St. Patrick rectory most of the Ɵme, though, sadly for
us, he will soon be moving on to his next assignment.

Fr. Aquinas Beale, O.P., was born and raised the second of sev-
en children in West Virginia before moving to Virginia, where
he aƩended the University of Virginia. While there, he first met
the Dominican friars at the campus ministry. AŌer compleƟng a
master’s degree in Foreign Affairs in 2010, he briefly worked in
the DC-area before entering the noviƟate of the Eastern Prov-
ince in 2011. Fr. Aquinas made his final profession in the Do-
minican Order in 2016 and was ordained to the priesthood in
2018, before being assigned in 2019 as a campus minister and
parochial vicar in BalƟmore, MD. In 2021, he moved to South
Bend to pursue a doctorate in Theology at Notre Dame. While
his doctoral studies focus especially on the Qurʾān, Fr. Aquinas
enjoys engaging with and discussing literature more generally,
especially the works of Jane Austen.
